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Message from
the President

We are proud of our achievements in 2021,
but we will not be complacent. ERIA will

be more vigilant in helping to address the
challenges of pursuing deeper economic
integration and development in ASEAN and

East Asia in the years to come.

In fiscal year (FY) 2021, ERIA expanded the scope of its
activities to help chart the future direction of ASEAN and
East Asia.

A review of ERIA's deliverables for FY2021 reveals

that ERIA has deepened its activities to help promote
the economic integration and development of East
Asia. As part of a study on ‘The Impact of Covid-19 on
Business Activities and Supply Chains in the ASEAN
Member States and India’, ERIA conducted an extensive
guestionnaire survey via Internet from November 2020
to February 2021. Effective responses were received
from 1,789 firms — comprising local businesses,
including large and small and medium-sized
enterprises and multinational firms in all 11 countries.
A significant number of firms — particularly those that

tute for ASEAN and East Asia

were adaptive to the Covid-19 shock in terms of quickly
rearranging their supply chains — have taken advantage
of the growth opportunities and have a better outlook.
Almost half of them experienced positive sales growth
in 2020 and more than half of them expect to expand
their workforce in the next few years. The survey
observed plenty of robust (not reduced) supply chain
links between firms and firms’ resilient supply chain
responses were also observed. Many firms responded
quickly to the COVID-19 shock and reconstructed their
customer and supplier relationships and adapted their
production locations to a non-negligible degree. The
geographic diversity of customers and suppliers creates
resilience of supply chains. Furthermore, the resilience
of supply chains, particularly those with customers,
results in improved performance in the long run.
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Messages from President

Another important field is energy-related issues. In
FY2021, ERIA conducted various studies on energy policy
based on the EAS Mid-Term Energy Policy Research
Roadmap. ERIA has carried out a variety of projects such
as studies on the feasibility a Transmission Highway in
ACMECS, Public Attitudes Towards Energy Policy and
Sustainable Development in ASEAN Countries, Future
Mobility Fuel Scenarios Considering the Sustainable

Use of Biofuels and Other Alternative Vehicle Fuels in
EAS Countries, and a flexible LNG market. ERIA also
conducted projects on the low-carbon energy transition
scenario in ASEAN. ERIA reported the progress of

each project to the EAS Energy Ministers Meeting of
September 2021. Together with Brunei Darussalam, ERIA
hosted the 4th East Asia Energy Forum, which discussed
low-carbon energy transition and carbon neutrality in
ASEAN and East Asia. And together with the Ministry

of Economy Trade and Industry of Japan, ERIA also
launched the Asia CCUS network to facilitate the CCUS
technologies in the region.

During FY2021, ERIA's Healthcare Unit completed one
book and three research project reports, including ‘Older
People and COVID-19 in Indonesia (2022 edition)’, which
reports the results of a telephone survey to identify the
impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic on older people's
lives. This survey was proposed by Indonesia’s Ministry
of National Development Planning (BAPPENAS). Another
memorable event handled by the Healthcare Unit was
the announcement event of the winners of the second
Healthy Ageing Prize for Asian Innovation Award, which
was co-organised with Japan Center for International
Exchange. Four winners were selected from ten
countries by the international advisory committee
which consists of leading experts on population ageing

throughout the region. The Healthcare Unit has been
expanding its research focus from population ageing to
healthcare topics in the region, such as clinical trials.
As one of those activities, since July 2021 the unit has
had an expert on secondment with the World Health
Organization.

In the area of the environment, ERIA conducted several
studies on waste management as well as the issue of
marine plastic debris in the region under the Regional
Knowledge Centre on Marine Plastic Debris (RKC-MPD)
as part of the ASEAN Plus Three framework. RKC-MPD
has established an online platform titled ‘Private sector
initiatives to reduce plastic waste and marine plastic
debris.’ This private sector platform (PSP) highlights
best practices of tackling marine debris issues in the
region. RKC-MPD held several PSP workshops with
Indonesia, Malaysia, and Thailand in FY2021.

Regarding agriculture, ERIA has conducted a project
on developing 'the ASEAN Guidelines on Promoting
the Utilisation of Digital Technologies for ASEAN Food
and Agricultural Sector’, together with the ASEAN
Secretariat. The guideline was endorsed at the 43rd
ASEAN Ministerial Meeting on Agriculture and Forestry
held in October 2021.

ERIA has also kept good relations with several external
partners such as the Organisation for Economic Co-
operation and Development (OECD). OECD and ERIA
renewed their Memorandum of Understandings and had
a signing ceremony in April 2021. ERIA participated in
the OECD South East Asia Regional Programme (SEARP)
Ministerial Meeting held in Seoul, Republic of Korea in
February 2022 and highlighted the cooperation between

OECD and ERIA for developing the ASEAN region. ERIA
also attended the 42nd ASEAN Inter Parliamentary
Assembly (AIPA) General Assembly in September 2021
and has strengthened the cooperation with AIPA based
on the MoU to develop AIPA’s capacity on matters
concerning ASEAN Economic Community and ASEAN
economic integration.

The 16th Chairman'’s statement of the East Asia
Summit mentioned, ‘We encouraged ERIA to continue
providing for the Chair of the ASEAN Summit and the
EAS its support and targeted high-quality research and
actionable policy recommendations that highlight and
address the ERIA's paper on ‘Supply Chain Resilience
and Post-Pandemic Recovery in the East Asia Summit
region’ to EAS Economic Ministers.’

The 38th and 39th ASEAN summit leaders also
acknowledged the contribution of ERIA to ASEAN in the

summit statement: ‘[ERIA's] support to the development

of Brunei Darussalam’s two (2) PEDs, namely the
Framework on Circular Economy for the AEC; and

the NTM Toolkit in cooperation with UNCTAD. We also
appreciated ERIA’'s assistance and support through
research and studies that contribute to ASEAN's
economic priorities, including but not limited to the
upgrade of the ATIGA, addressing issues pertaining to
the mobility of professionals in ASEAN Member States
especially in relation to the 4IR, the follow-up work on
the ASEAN Seamless Trade Facilitation Indicators -
Trade Transactions Cost (ASTFI-TTC Il), and supply chain
resilience.

We are proud of our achievements in 2021, but we will
not be complacent.

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President of ERIA and
Cambodia’s Minister
of Commerce Launch
Monograph on RCEP

Phnom Penh, 14 March 2022

To assess the current status of RCEP at the beginning of 2022, the
Trade, Training and Research Institute (TTRI) of Ministry of Commerce,
Kingdom of Cambodia, in collaboration with ERIA held a hybrid
workshop and launched a Monograph titled ‘Regional Comprehensive
Economic Partnership (RCEP): Implications, Challenges, and

Future Growth of East Asia and ASEAN' as part of the side-event of
Cambodia's ASEAN Chairmanship.

The book underlines some key features of the agreement and analyses
how these could strengthen regional integration. Edited by Fukunari
Kimura, Shandre Thangavelu, and Dionisius Narjoko, it shares critical
insights on the various elements of the RCEP agreement and discusses
the key potential implications for the integration process in the region.
It carefully examines the commitments and compares them with those
of other agreements, including the Comprehensive and Progressive
Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP). The impact on
businesses, behind-the-border issues, and the domestic capacity of
the respective RCEP member countries are discussed, in addition to a
formal assessment of the potential benefits of the RCEP. Finally, it also
addresses emerging issues — especially with respect to the COVID-19
pandemic recovery.

In his remarks, ERIA President Professor Hidetoshi Nishimura
conveyed the significance as well as challenges of RCEP for the
future of ASEAN and East Asia integration, especially for the post-
pandemic era, 'East Asia and ASEAN have to prepare for the new form
that global value chains will take and a new “normal” in trade and
investment driven by digital trade and structural transformation.

In concluding the event, Professor Fukunari Kimura, Chief Economist
of ERIA, underlined the importance of collaboration between ASEAN,
Cambodia as the chair of ASEAN this year, and ERIA to continuously
assess RCEP and the potential benefits from successfully
implementing the agreement.

efforts to achieve carbon neutrality. The second opening remarks
were delivered by the Chairman and CEO of The Institute of Energy
Economics, Japan, Tatsuya Terazawa.

The social
economy approach represents a cutting-edge solution to build back
better and more resilient.

Ministry of Culture and Fine Arts, as well as the MoEYS. This high-
level meeting allowed for a sharing of opinions about the context
of proposed projects, with project leads from Cambodia and ERIA

experts contributing to the discussion. During the courtesy meeting
between the Minister and Professor Nishimura, the President of ERIA
offered ERIA's fulsome support to the Minister to achieve the agreed
priorities.

ERIA is an international organisation based in Jakarta, mandated by
the East Asia Summit to support the chair of the ASEAN. In addition
to supporting the ASCC Pillar, ERIA has offered to support the ASEAN
Economic Community Pillar’s deliverables.

Speaks at Harvard
Conference on New Ways
to Approach a New World

Jakarta, 21 January 2022

ERIA participated in the annual event held by the Harvard College
in Asia Program (HCAP): ‘Interdisciplinary Innovation — New Ways
to Approach the World' The President of ERIA, Professor Hidetoshi
Nishimura, presented on the ‘Clean Energy Transition in the South
East Asian Region’. He highlighted the importance of fossil fuels to
satisfy the economic development in this region while also applying
ambitious renewable energy promotion.

Finally, President Nishimura provided key messages on the ASEAN
countries availability, accessibility, and affordability of energy supply,

and how the carbon neutrality efforts of ASEAN Member States might
diversify their pathways. Technology development and international
cooperation should be promoted to reduce the cost of de-carbonisation.
In the panel discussion, Professor Jun Arima, Senior Policy Fellow on
Energy and Environment, drew attention to various challenges in tackling
climate change such as the required pace of decreasing greenhouse gas
emissions from now until 2030, different prioritisation of the 17 SDGs
across countries, low willingness to pay for additional mitigation costs
and so forth. He also emphasised the role of education, giving a balanced
perspective on the intertwined nature of energy security, climate change,
and economic efficiency as well as different national circumstances.

ERIA Joins the 25th
ASEAN Tourism
Ministers’ Meeting

The President of ERIA, Professor Hidetoshi Nishimura, virtually
attended a hybrid 25th Meeting of the ASEAN Tourism Ministers
(25th M-ATM) held on 19 January 2022 at Preah Sihanouk Province,
Kingdom of Cambodia. Professor Nishimura updated the ministers
on the status of the two tourism studies that ERIA is currently
undertaking for ASEAN National Tourism Organisations (NTOs). The
comprehensive assessment of MRA-TP and the development of a
framework on sustainable tourism were also discussed. ASEAN
NTOs are expected to leverage the MRA-TP comprehensive study
by developing a monitoring mechanism on implementation, and a
feasibility study to extend the project to ASEAN+3 in 2023.

During the open discussion, H.E. Dato’ Lim Jock Hoi, ASEAN
Secretary-General commended Professor Nishimura for ERIA's
support to ASEAN tourism cooperation, particularly the conduct of
the two studies this year. He acknowledged ERIA as a very important
institution that ASEAN has created in the last 10 years not only for
tourism but also for other sectors involved in the implementation

of the AEC Blueprint. The two tourism studies by ERIA are critical

to understanding the contribution of the tourism sector. He also
emphasised that good policymaking shall be based on evidence-
based research to get the work done in a comprehensive manner. He
underlined the importance of the MRA-TP study to the policymakers
particularly in identifying key problems in labour mobility and job
creation in the tourism sector. In this regard, HE Dato’ Lim Jock Hoi
suggested for ERIA to do the following:

1. Support the implementation of the Sustainable Tourism
Framework after COVID-19;

2. Explore a study-on-study of tourism technology; and

3. Leverage the MRA-TP comprehensive study by developing a
monitoring mechanism on implementation, and a feasibility study
to extend the MRA-TP project to ASEAN+3 in 2023.

Professor Nishimura thanked all the parties above for their
recommendation and appreciation of ERIA's involvement in the
studies. In particular, he expressed support for the development of
cooperation on the monitoring mechanism for the implementation
and feasibility study of extending the Mra-TP project.

ERIA was honoured that the 25th M-ATM appreciated ERIA's studies
in MRA-TP and Sustainable Tourism Framework. The consultation
meeting was also attended by representatives from ERIA, ASEAN-
China Centre ASEAN-Japan Centre, ASEAN-Korea Centre, World
Travel and Tourism Forum, US-ABC, ASEANTA, ATRA, UNWTQO, and
PATA.

ERIA, in collaboration with the Foreign Policy Community of Indonesia
(FPCI) and the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry of Japan
(METI), held a virtual public forum as part of the Dialogue for
Innovative and Sustainable Growth between Japan and ASEAN. The
webinar was held on 10th January 2022 and attracted more than
600 participants from about 50 countries. Dr Dino Patti Djalal, the
Founder and Chairman of FPCI, and Mr Arsjad Rasjid, the Chair of
Indonesian Chamber of Commerce and Industry, were the speakers
at the webinar. ASEAN is at a ‘historical turning point for sustainable
and innovative transition’. ASEAN and Japan will continue to create
innovations that enhance sustainability and contribute to solving
social issues in the region. Professor Kimura, in the discussion
session, emphasised that ASEAN is at the centre of ‘Factory Asia’ and
that the US-China competition and geopolitical tensions may actually
strengthen the importance of ASEAN. To strengthen ASEAN's position
in Factory Asia, he insisted that a rules-based trading regime and
favourable business environment are essential soft infrastructure. He
also said that collaboration between traditional industries and digital
businesses requires alignment between incremental innovation and
disruptive innovation, and Japan, which has large incremental R&D
stocks, can cooperate with ASEAN, which has significant potential
for disruptive innovation. Dr Nuki insisted that the reduction of
greenhouse gas emissions is an urgent matter and that is only
possible with breakthrough innovation and effective technology.

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ERIA Participates in The first Asia—Europe Economic and Business Forum (AEEBF) was
the First Asia—Europe held on 24 November 2021, on the sidelines of the 13th ASEM Summit
Economic Business e in Cambodia. Professor Hidetoshi Nishimura, President of ERIA,
participated in the AEEBF as a speaker on the panel: ‘Resilient 4th IR
for Asian and European Trade Synchronicity amidst Global Pandemic.

In his intervention during the panel, Professor Nishimura said, ‘In
developing Asia, the incremental technological innovations have
occurred for the past several decades. ASEAN is the most advanced
area which has developed the regional production networks in the
so-called, ‘Second Unbundling. Developing Asia requires both —an
incremental approach to step-by-step industrial innovation, as well
as a disruptive innovation to participate in the Industry 4.0 and new

digital economy, which have abruptly arrived in developing Asia.
Professor Nishimura also mentioned that under Industry 4.0, the
Internet of Things, and labour-intensive processes should collaborate,
as variations in the types of products and human-machinery
collaborations will be dramatically increased. Therefore, instead of
the unnecessary stock-related work, new and innovative job creation
will continue. Digital literacy, such as skill training and education, is
important for jobs in Industry 4.0. The nature of manufacturing will
undergo a change in Industry 4.0 although greater input of services in
manufacturing will take place in Industry 4.0. Conventional industries,
such as agriculture, fisheries, and horticulture will also become more
advanced due to the feedback effects of communication technology.
The report of the AEEBF was presented to the Asia—Europe leaders

in the 13th ASEM Summit held in Phnom Penh and virtually on 25-26
November 2021.

This book launch presents constructive views from national economic
and industrial experts: ERIA Senior Economist, Dionisius Narjoko;
ERIA Chief Economist and Professor at the Faculty of Economics

Keio University Fukunari Kimura; Professor at Bandung Institute of
Technology, Professor Dradjad Irianto; lecturer and researcher at the
Department of Economics Padjajaran University, Dr Maman Setiawan;
and Chief Executive Officer of Asakreativita, Dr Vivi Alatas. Strategies
listed in the book covers the future development in global value
chains (GVCs), especially for the post-COVID-19 pandemic. The impact
of the COVID-19 pandemic in the industrial sector is one of the bases

for analysis to ensure that various strategies are carefully formulated
to support the acceleration of re-industrialisation. ‘We hope that

this study will be a good start for the efforts of Bappenas and the
Indonesian government, said Dr Amalia Adininggar Widyasanti,
Deputy for Economic Affairs at the Ministry of National Development
Planning.

attended the book launch, which was jointly organised by the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation, Cambodia, National
Institute of Diplomacy and International Relations, Cambodia, and ERIA.

Ms Anita Prakash, Senior Policy Advisor in the office of the President
of ERIA made a brief presentation on the important findings in the

study, especially those related to Asia Europe cooperation in trade and
investment, connectivity, SDGs, digital economy, women and youth
participation in the economy.

In his speech, President Hidetoshi Nishimura recalled ERIA's sustained
contribution to the ASEM summit since 2016. He emphasised that the
study conjoins Cambodia’'s vision for ASEM with priority actions needed
within focus areas to support the ASEM member countries to address
the global and regional challenges together. He further expressed
ERIA's willingness and readiness to support Cambodia’s activities as
the chair of ASEAN in 2022.

In his speech, H.E. Prak Sokhonn expressed his appreciation for ERIA's
work, saying that the study prepared by ERIA was very rich in content
was endorsed by the Prime Minister. H.E. Prak Sokhonn also mentioned
Cambodia’s forthcoming chairmanship of ASEAN and its continued
association with ERIA in 2022.

Jakarta, 27 October 2021

The 43rd meeting of the ASEAN Ministers on Agriculture and
Forestry (AMAF) and associated meetings were held virtually on 27
October. Professor Hidetoshi Nishimura presented ERIA's research
projects on food value chains at the 21st AMAF Plus Three meeting.
He recommended the establishment of specialised governmental
institutions or consolidated teams at the national levels to focus on
the development of cold chains.

In his presentation, Professor Nishimura explained that the project on
utilisation of digital technologies was designed and implemented to 1)
conduct studies on assessment of digital technology adaptation and
government initiatives in food and agriculture sector and 2) support
the preparation of the 'ASEAN Guidelines on Promoting the Utilization
of Digital Technologies in the Food and Agriculture Sector’ which

was endorsed at the 43rd AMAF. Also, he stressed the importance

of a data-driven approach for digitalising agriculture, and the use of
FinTech and traceability systems enhanced with digital technology for
enhancing food supply chain resilience.

ERIA was honoured that the Joint Press Statement of the 21st AMAF
Plus Three and the 43rd AMAF meetings appreciated ERIA's support
in formulating the ASEAN Guidelines on Promoting the Utilization of
Digital Technologies in the Food and Agriculture Sector.

The 38th and 39th ASEAN Summit and Related Summits were

held virtually from 26 to 28 October 2021. Many of the Summits
focused on the discussion of the ASEAN Comprehensive Recovery
Framework and its Implementation Plan, which serves as the region’s
consolidated exit strategy from the COVID-19 pandemic. Several ERIA
projects were recognised and commended in the official Statements.

ERIA's 14th annual Governing Board Meeting was held online. The
Governors discussed how ERIA can play an active role in responding
to the aftermath of the COVID-19 pandemic and supporting the
region’s recovery. Dr Cielito F. Habito was officially approved as

the new Chairperson of the ERIA Governing Board in this meeting.
Professor Fukunari Kimura, Chief Economist of ERIA, briefed

the Governors on the impact of the pandemic on globalisation

while Professor Jun Arima, Senior Policy Fellow for Energy and
Environment, highlighted the need for a low-carbon energy transition.
They also discussed the aftermath of COVID-19 and its impact on the
global and regional economy.

In his Opening Remarks, Professor Hidetoshi Nishimura, President of
ERIA, highlighted that at the Ninth East Asia Summit (EAS) Economic
Ministers Meeting, ERIA presented recommendations on supply chain
resilience, scaling up digitalisation, and circular economy. ERIA's
studies were highly commended in the EAS ministerial statements.

Event Highlights

ERIA also participated in the EAS Energy Ministers Meeting to present
low-carbon energy transition scenarios. Professor Nishimura added
that together with the ASEAN Secretariat, ERIA is developing ‘the
ASEAN Guidelines on Promoting the Utilization of Digital Technologies
for ASEAN Food and Agricultural Sector, On marine plastic debris,
ERIA has developed a ‘Private Sector Platform’ to promote awareness
of what companies across East Asia are doing to address the
problem. During his welcoming remarks, H.E. Dato Paduka Lim Jock
Hoi, Secretary-General of ASEAN, said that some countries still
struggle to contain the pandemic, but overall the region is seeing
encouraging signs of a turnaround. He said, ‘The next stage of ASEAN
regional integration demands us to place at the centre collaboration
and partnership to bring together a variety of expertise like ERIA as
we address the complexities of the emerging challenges we face
today, especially in the area of climate change. Mr Koji Hachiyama,
ERIA's Chief Operating Officer, delivered remarks emphasising ERIA's
continued focus on research and activities on a wide range of issues
including regional economic integration, trade, energy, agriculture,
digitalisation, and climate change. He added that ERIA should continue
to provide strong support to governments in the region to tackle the
aftermath of COVID-19 and to understand the future of Southeast and
East Asian integration more deeply.

for efficiency as limitations on the movement of professionals led

to higher logistics costs for industries. President of ERIA, Professor
Hidetoshi Nishimura, offered his remarks for the event that was

held virtually for a second consecutive year. He highlighted the

ERT's decade-long milestone this year and thanked the experts and
journalists who have continuously supported the event over the years.

His speech also covered the importance of regional integration for
ASEAN stating that 'ASEAN must remain united to ensure ASEAN
Centrality and to catch up with the digitalised world.” Dr Narjoko
offered three recommendations to ease the burden - (1) Aim for
faster digital adoption; (2) Streamline the supply process by upgrading
technologies; (3) Enhance human capital and skills transformation to
cope with more high-tech machines.
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Ambassadors ERIA convened its annual Ambassadors Meeting of ERIA Member
Congratulate ERIA on States and Dialogue Partners virtually for the first time since the
start of the pandemic. The meeting was attended by Ambassadors
and representatives of 18 countries, the Deputy Secretary-General
(DSG) of Asean for AEC, nine Governing Board (GB) members, and the
Academic Advisory Council (AAC) Chairperson. Professor Hidetoshi
Nishimura, President of ERIA, expressed his sincere gratitude to all
Ambassadors for their guidance and insights regarding ERIA's role

in supporting the region. Professor Nishimura said that the meeting
aimed to provide an overview of ERIA activities and highlight the
research on economic and energy issues. ERIA's Chief Operating
Officer, Mr Koji Hachiyama, reviewed the Work Plan for Fiscal Year
2021 and beyond, followed by presentations from Senior Economist
Dr Dionisius A. Narjoko on 'Strengthening AEC: Agenda for Beyond
2025, and Senior Energy Economist, Dr Han Phoumin, on "ASEAN Low
Carbon Energy Transition Scenarios.” The Ambassadors and country
representatives expressed appreciation for ERIA’'s activities and its
significant and constant contribution to the ASEAN community and
East Asia Summit (EAS). The Excellencies highlighted the key issues
and challenges in the region including economic recovery, climate
change, renewable energy, digital transformation, global value chains,
and sustainable development, and emphasised that the policymakers
depend on adequate statistics and data to be able to develop proper
policies to address the challenges, especially those that result from
the pandemic. ERIA's Chief Economist, Professor Fukunari Kimura,
responded to the Ambassadors’ comments by explaining that global
value chains did not stop despite the current difficult circumstances:
‘We are having a hard time, but we can believe in the globalisation

of economic development. This is the important message that we
can learn from COVID-19. He also mentioned that digital technology
is important to upgrade and rejuvenate traditional industry and

government. Senior Research Advisor to the President, Professor
Shujiro Urata, added that the Regional Comprehensive Economic
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Partnership (RCEP) is very important to promote investment and
trade. Dr Phoumin added that both natural and artificial carbon sinks
will be key for the energy transition by 2050. Considering the diversity
of ASEAN countries, ERIA will continue to support each country
individually to reach the goal of net zero emission.

ASEAN's Energy The Ministry of Economy, Trade, and Industry (METI) Japan hosted
Transition Goals Outlined the First Asia Green Growth Partnership Ministerial Meeting, which
by ERIA at 1st Asia Green — brought together Ministers from 20 countries and international
organisations. Under the Alternative Policy Scenario, which
incorporates aggressive energy-saving targets, ASEAN's primary
energy demand is on course to double with fossil fuels projected
to account for nearly 80% of the region’s major energy mix.

industries, and low-carbon power supply must consider wide-ranging
types of technology; (2) Various types of ‘low-carbon’ technologies
can efficiently cut carbon dioxide emissions during the transition
period; (3) cost reduction and international cooperation are required
to support cost-effective decarbonisation goals. With the continued
use of fossil fuel in ASEAN's future energy mix, Professor Nishimura
underscored the integral role of CCUS in achieving regional carbon
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neutrality. As such, ERIA and METI established the Asia CCUS Network
in June 2021, and since then it has hosted two workshops and a
capacity-building programme. As a prominent research institute, ERIA
is committed to promoting pragmatic policy statements that reflect
realistic regional energy transition and will work to support Indonesia
in its G20 Presidency role in 2022.

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ERIA held the 13th Academic Advisory Council (AAC) Meeting. Due

to the ongoing pandemic, it marked the second year of hosting the
event virtually. Important themes for the low-carbon energy transition
were presented by ERIA at the EAS Energy Ministers Meeting held in
mid-September. Professor Hidetoshi Nishimura, President of ERIA,
highlighted a recent survey that indicated 23% of firms in ASEAN
have accelerated the adoption of digitalisation during the pandemic.
The East Asia Summit Institute for International Affairs (ERIA) held a
virtual meeting with its Academic Advisory Council (AAC) members
in Singapore. The AAC provides advice and support to ERIA on the
annual work programme, research outcomes, and the performance
of researchers.

In
closing, both Professor Nishimura and Dr Lim highlighted ERIA's
commitment to strengthen the ASEAN economy and contribute to
promoting ASEAN integration, centrality, and economic community.

The 15th East Asia Summit — Energy Ministers Meeting (EAS EMM)
was hosted virtually by the Ministry of Energy, Brunei Darussalam. All
the leaders reaffirmed their commitment to advance partnerships in
promoting sustainability within the region, particularly in addressing
the adverse socio-economic impacts of COVID-19. Most of the states
were committed to continue their efforts towards energy efficiency
and renewable energy utilisation while ensuring security, accessibility,
affordability, and reliability of energy supply. ERIA's President
Hidetoshi Nishimura presented the results of a project on ASEAN Low
Carbon Energy Transition scenarios and updates on the Asia CCUS
Network. Main policy lessons from the scenario analysis covered
energy saving and electrification in end-use sectors, combined with
low-carbon power supply utilising all technologies. Cost reduction and
international cooperation are essential for affordable decarbonisation,
and cost optimisation scenarios could be utilised for each country’s
consideration of its unique transition pathway.

A project on ASEAN Low Carbon Energy Transition scenarios aimed
to provide insights to ASEAN Member States on developing a carbon
neutrality roadmap that reflects different national circumstances.
Main policy lessons from the scenario analysis covered (1) energy
saving and electrification in end-use sectors, combined with low-
carbon power supply utilising all technologies, would be core
strategies for decarbonising ASEAN energy systems, (2) during
transition periods, various kinds of ‘low-carbon’ technologies can
reduce CO, emissions effectively, (3) cost reduction and international
cooperation are essential for affordable decarbonisation, and (4) cost
optimisation scenarios could be utilised as inputs for each country’s
consideration of its unique transition pathway.

paper on ‘Supply Chain Resilience and Post-Pandemic Recovery
in East Asia Summit Region’ to the EAS Economic Ministers on 15
September 2021.

In the Joint Media Statement of the 53rd ASEAN Economic Ministers
Meeting, ERIA was commended for its continued support and
contribution towards ASEAN regional economic integration and
ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) building efforts.

Professor Nishimura presented ERIA's paper on ‘Supply Chain
Resilience and Post-Pandemic Recovery in East Asia Summit Region’.
The paper was prepared pursuant to the mandate given by the
Economic Ministers during the Eighth East Asia Summit — Economic
Minister Meeting (EAS EMM) in 2020. Professor Nishimura also
outlined ERIA's proposed measures to achieve resilient supply chains
in the region, which is based on three key areas: enhancing supply
chains for essential goods, scaling-up digitalisation of supply chains,
and enhancing the sustainability and circularity of supply chains.

First, as part of enhancing supply chains for essential goods,

the East Asia Member Countries (EASMC) should approach the
measures by: (i) consulting with the private sector to establish a list
of essential components used extensively in their production and
trade; (i) considering replicating initiatives from the Memorandum

of Understanding on the Implementation of Non-Tariff Measures on
Essential Goods; (iii) conducting an in-depth assessment of supply
chains risks in the region; and (iii) working together to eliminate trade
barriers in essential goods for example, in the vaccine supply chain.
The aim of the first measure is to secure the supply chains to limit the
exposure to shortages of essential products in the EAS region.
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Second, under the digitalisation measure, the EASMC may consider
re-thinking their GVC strategies by accelerating digitalisation that was
already underway. Digitalised supply chain is easier to monitor and
will increase the ability to respond to future shocks.

Market mechanisms should be the main engine of digital
transformation, with policy intervention facilitating this process.
Region-wide cooperation in ICT development and digital trade
facilitation, with strong support by markets and business councils, is
imperative therefore.

The third important measure is to enhance the sustainability and
circularity of supply chains.

Good ASEAN initiatives such as the ASEAN Framework on Circular
Economy could also be emulated as ASEAN Member States are
geared towards transitioning into a circular economy.

In conclusion, Professor Nishimura pointed out that to be better
prepared for future crises, stronger, more resilient, and flexible supply
chain structures would need to be in place. No country can efficiently
address the complexities of supply chains in isolation; hence,
international cooperation remains urgent.

ERIA was honoured that the Joint Media Statement of the Ninth EAS
Economic Ministers’ Meeting noted ERIA's significant contributions to
the region.

CCUS Network Launched

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The Asia CCUS Network is an international industry—academia-
government platform for utilisation of carbon capture, utilisation, and
storage (CCUS) throughout the Asian region. Thirteen EAS member
countries and more than 100 companies, research institutions, and
international organisations have so far expressed their intention to
participate in the network. CCUS may account for nearly 15% of the
cumulative reduction in global emissions to achieve carbon neutrality.
The Asia CCUS Network aims to contribute to the decarbonisation of
emissions in Asia through collaboration and cooperation on development
and deployment of CCUS. The forum was attended by honourable
Ministers from Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, Indonesia, Lao PDR,
Philippines (proxy), Singapore, Thailand, Australia, and the United States.
It will serve as a platform for collaboration on low emission technology
that will eventually accelerate the deployment of CCUS.

Brunei Darussalam Conference on Agriculture Agricultural Sector:

Lastly, Professor Nishimura
stressed ERIA's support to Brunei Darussalam, as the Chair of the
ASEAN Summit and the East Asia Summit in 2021, through the
implementation of research activities such as a study to prepare the
masterplan for the economic development of Temburong.

ASEAN-Japan Business Week is a brand-new online event hosted by
multiple organisations from ASEAN and Japan. The 5-day event was
officially started on 24 May 2021 and streamed by more than 200
participants. The speakers highlighted the importance of digitalisation,
especially in the time of the pandemic. ASEAN has launched the
Comprehensive Recovery Framework to promote programs and
policies that will support a strong and resilient post-pandemic
economy. JETRO JICA actively supports members companies of small
and medium-sized enterprises in a number of ways, including by
providing a consultation desk. Digitalisation can also bring Japan to
the Southeast Asian market.

According to Mr Hachiyama, COO of ERIA, ASEAN has contained

the impact from COVID-19 and is expected to continue to have high
growth after the pandemic. Digitalisation is in the rapid transition
stage from ‘electronic commerce, etc.’ to ‘area activities' (data free
flow and common data platform, digital transformation) Japanese
technology could contribute positively to digitalisation in ASEAN.
Circular economy is a concept that prioritises material recovery at the
end of a product lifecycle to bring resources back into the production
process and eliminate waste. Regarding the future energy landscape,
ASEAN faces tremendous challenges in the race to carbon neutrality
(‘'net zero emissions’ by the middle of the 21st century). ERIA Senior
Energy Economist Dr Han Phoumin gave a keynote speech entitled
‘Decarbonisation Scenarios for ASEAN: Methodology and Expected
Results’ during the session on ‘Promoting Green Business for
Sustainable Development in Southeast Asia.” The Mekong subregion
could play a significant role as baseload power that can complement
the high penetration of solar and wind energy. In the absence of a
thermal power plant, a large capacity of electrical battery storage is
necessary as power backup during days of less sunshine and wind.
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ERIA Renews MoU
with OECD in a Virtual
Signing Ceremony

ERIA and OECD signed the second renewal of the Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) between the two organisations, putting greater
emphasis on a variety of research topics such as the environment,
social development, small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs), green
growth, infrastructure, and connectivity. ‘We hope that the OECD and
ERIA will play an important role in the economic recovery from the
pandemic caused by the new coronavirus, said Mr Toshihiro Nikai, who
contributed to the creation of ERIA. In his remarks, Professor Nishimura
recounted the projects and collaboration that ERIA and OECD had
developed together’ Based on the MoU, ERIA and OECD have cooperated
on research and policy proposals in various fields related to economic
integration in East Asia, such as the development of the ASEAN SME
Policy Index and the ASEAN Trade Facilitation Indicators, said Professor
Nishimura, adding that both organisations had presented the prospect
for East Asia’s economic development on the sidelines of the annual
ASEAN Summits. ‘Last year, for example, in the forum with OECD, we
discussed the idea that ASEAN's efficient international production
network had contributed to suppressing negative COVID-19 impact and
that this could be a model for the era of the New Normal. ERIA offered
this idea as input for the East Asia Summit leaders and ministers.

Mr Gurria acknowledged the success of the ASEAN SME Policy Index,
saying that 'the Index has become an important reference within the
ASEAN system for measuring [the] progress of reforms in areas such

as SMEs and innovation policies, SMEs and women entrepreneurship,
SMEs and business climate issues, and SMEs and green growth.” He also
reminisced about the signing of the first MoU with ERIA at the Chateau
de la Muette in Paris on the occasion of the 50th Anniversary of Japan's
accession to the OECD. Before the signing ceremony, Mr Gurria spoke on
a press briefing ‘OECD Secretary-General on Japan after the COVID-19
Pandemic and Its Role in the Indo—Pacific Region’ organised by the
Foreign Press Centre Japan. He said that Japan's outlook for the next
couple of years is positive, with price inflation to remain muted; however,
fiscal sustainability in the long term should be observed and maintained.

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FY2021 witnessed the continued wrath of twin

health and economic crises across the world. The

office of the president of ERIA rose to the challenge
generated by disruptions in physical connectivity and
provided uninterrupted policy relations services to

the stakeholders through research and dialogues. The
economic integration process in the East Asia Summit
region and the ASEAN Community building process
were served virtually, round the year. A unique, though
inevitable, feature of this FY was the increased interest
of stakeholders from outside the region, arising from
the international concerns over the resiliency of supply
chains from Asia, the growing impact of strategic
relations on trade policies, and seeking pathways

for rebuilding and recovery through international
cooperation. These were achieved through increased
research inputs to Ministerial and official proceedings in
member countries of EAS, joint works with multilateral
organisations and think tanks, and working for concrete
plans for greater economic connectivity in Asia, and
with Africa and Europe. Policy relation activities covered
traditional areas of trade and economic cooperation
and issues that constitute new frontiers of global value
chains, investments, connectivity and new supply
chains, and infrastructure development. The bilateral
and regional interests of partners of ASEAN such as
the European Union (EU), the United Kingdom (UK),

and the United States (US), and a multilateral agenda
for development through forums such as the Group

of Twenty (G20), the Organisation for Economic Co-
operation and Development (OECD), and the Asia Europe
Meeting (ASEM) were of special concern in 2021. The
agenda for recovery and rebuilding was a common
element of all the policy relation activities.

A. Research Works for the EAS Members and
their Dialogue Partners

The policy relations office supports several policy and
research initiatives of EAS member countries and the
Dialogue Partners of EAS. The support activities for the
ASEAN and the EAS, and the Dialogue Partners were
marked by three important features. First, the continued
prevalence of the COVID-19 pandemic and its adverse
effects on economic linkages around the world led to the
evaluation of the resiliency of supply chains, investment
dynamics, and the rebuilding strategies for production
and distribution (supply-chains) links. Continued
investments for infrastructure, digital economy, and
development cooperation were other crucial areas of
policy interest amongst governments and multilateral
bodies. Second, the Dialogue Partners of ASEAN
deepened their need for participating in and developing
the economic architecture in the Indo—Pacific region,
with ASEAN at the centre of the architecture. Third, with
governments being pre-engaged with containing the
health crisis and rejuvenating the economic recovery
plans, the cooperation agenda amongst the multilateral
organisations to support the governments in dealing
with the economic, social, and institutional capacities
required greater inputs and resources. These three
features determined the demand-side work in the policy
relations unit, which was performed through relevant
research and policy writings and through the interactive
features of the Internet, which facilitated exchange of
works and ideas with governments and international
organisations in and outside Asia.
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On the supply side, the findings of ERIA's survey of
supply chain resiliency in ASEAN and India were
interpreted and converted into policy writings for
mapping the supply-chain scenario during the pandemic
and in the context of US-China trade tensions. A

vital study on changing dynamics of supply chains

and investments in Asia was conducted to present a
policy prognosis for the global value chains (GVCs) in
manufacturing, investment trends, and the roadmap for
participation in the digital economy in Southeast and the
East Asia region in the post COVID-19 period.

On the demand side, the Asia Europe Meeting (ASEM)
Plenary Study on ‘Multilateral Cooperation for Resilient,
Sustainable, and Rules-Based Future for ASEM" was
presented to the leaders of Asia and Europe in the 13th
ASEM Summit meeting in Cambodia in November 2021.
The study was released by the Deputy Prime Minister
and Foreign Minister of Cambodia on the eve of the
ASEM summit. Prime Minister Hun Sen, the host and
chair of 13th ASEM, expressed his deep appreciation
for ERIA's study in the plenary session of the ASEM
summit. The President of ERIA and policy relations office
attended the ASEM Summit as observers.

On the demand from the UK Mission to ASEAN, another
study was undertaken to study the UK-ASEAN supply
chains and trade integration. The study was presented
to the UK-ASEAN Economic Ministers meeting in August
2021.The demand for further evidence on changing
economic architecture in Indo—Pacific has led to the
initiation of the study on regional integration and supply
chain linkages in the Indo-Pacific, which covers the
intra-Asia, the Pacific, Asia—EU, and the Asia-US axes of
trade and investment linkages.
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B. Support to Host Country Indonesia for G20

With the G20 presidency of Indonesia in 2022, the focus
of policy relations was on providing early support
towards the preparatory activities of T20 and Ministerial
meetings. The G20 Research Forum was set up in
fulfilment of this mandate, which will continue into

the next presidencies of India, South Africa, and Brazil.
The G20 Research Forum will support the ministerial
and Sherpa track, and work as the repository of action
taken on G20 leaders’ statements. ERIA, LPEM-FEB Ul
(Indonesia), and RIS (India) would form the Research
Forum initially, and prepare their institutions for their
specific role and contribution in the upcoming two

G20 summits. The Forum will also induct important
members like OECD, SAIIA, JICA, and ADB with their long
standing contribution to G20 meetings and activities.

Along with the G20 support tasks, the policy relations
office is an early contributor to India, the G20 Chair in
2023, for policy discussions on reforms in T20, and for
bringing the development cooperation agenda into focus
in the G20.

C. Collaboration with Multilateral Organisations

Organisation for Economic

Co-operation and Development (OECD)

The policy relations office of the president of ERIA
supported the OECD in its preparatory works for the
G20 in Trade and Agriculture matters, through its
collaboration with and participation in the meetings

of the Trade and Agriculture Directorate. The policy
relations office helped the Global Relations Secretariat

(GRS) of OECD to develop the theme and the concept
paper of the OECD Southeast Asia Regional Forum 2021
held on 20 May 2021. ERIA continued to support and

attend the Southeast Asia Regional Programme (SEARP).

The work of OECD Development Center was supported
through collaboration in their programme for
Transforming Asian Economies. The policy relations
office contributed to the OECD Southeast and East Asia,
and India Economic Outlook through policy inputs in the
Ninth OECD-ERIA-ADB-ADB-AMRO Roundtable. In April
2021, the ERIA-OECD MoU for joint works and activity
in the next 5 years was renewed and jointly signed

by Angel Gurria, Secretary General of OECD and Prof
Hidetoshi Nishimura, President of ERIA.

World Bank

The World Bank is in the process of replacing the ‘Ease
of Doing Business’ Index with an improved '‘Business
Enabling Environment’ (BEE) Index. The purpose of

the project is to advocate policy reform and to inform
economic research and specific policy advice. The
policy relations office was invited by the World Bank

to contribute to the concept note and indicators for

the International Trade section of the Index. ERIA will
continue to provide support in finalising the BEE index
during 2022.

D. Support to Stakeholders

The policy relations office participated in several
workshops and symposiums in Australia, Belgium,
Cambodia, China, Germany, India, France, and Singapore,
bringing in the stakeholders in Asia Pacific and Europe,
and the partners of ASEAN and East Asia closer, through
dissemination of East Asian economic cooperation
experience and through demonstrating the value of

free trade and economic cooperation. It has written
extensively in several regional newspapers and online
platforms on the issues of connectivity, GVCs, and
sustainable financing and development issues before
East Asia. It is expected that such advocacy and research
dissemination activities will support the policymaking
on trade and economic cooperation amongst the
stakeholders, and contribute to the recovery and
rebuilding of economies in the post-COVID-19 period.
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COVID-19 Related Projects

1. COVID-19 in Indonesia

The main long-term effect of the coronavirus disease
(COVID-19) in developing and least developed countries
is rising poverty and unemployment. Governments
around the world have launched major fiscal and
monetary stimuli to overcome the pandemic. Still,
implementation needs to be improved. The most
important issue is how to revive trade and investment to
maintain levels of employment. The Economic Research
Institute for ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA) carried out a
study on COVID-19 in Indonesia. The study will address
the impacts of COVID-19 on the economy, how to
mitigate the economic impacts of the pandemic, and
the kind of fiscal and monetary stimuli that can revive
trade and investment and maintain pre-pandemic levels
of employment. The Routledge co-publication, titled

COVID-19 in Indonesia: Impacts on the Economy and Ways
to Recovery, was published in early April 2022. This book
assesses the impacts of COVID-19 on the Indonesian
economy, particularly on employment, education,
poverty, trade, and the macro economy.

The study explains how fiscal and monetary stimuli
work and the roles of local governments in managing
such stimulus. It also presents paths to recovery and
lessons learnt from countries that have found success
in mitigating the economic impacts of the pandemic
(China, Germany, Singapore, and Viet Nam). It will be a
useful reference for policymakers, scholars, students,
and the public audience working or having an interest
in the fields of development economics, trade, health
economics, economics, and East Asia.
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2. A New Challenge of Urban Structural Change
in the Post COVID-19 Era

COVID-19 has led many people, companies, and
governments to recognise that it is becoming
increasingly difficult to continue living and working
the way we used to. The widespread use of telework
and various measures to avoid crowding are giving
people room to reconsider where they live and where
their companies operate. This trend could continue
even if vaccines are widely available and the impact of
COVID-19 is reduced.

The widespread use of telework adds to the debate on
the concentration of cities. Will these changes in the
economic environment lead to a reduction in urban
concentration? Or, conversely, will they accelerate it?
If policymakers do not like the concentration of cities,
especially the largest economic centres, what policies
can be adopted to make them less concentrated?

The dramatic changes in the economic environment
brought about by COVID-19 may also change the

tone of the long-running debate on the economy of
agglomeration and the development of information and
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communication technologies (ICTs). Indeed, in parallel
with the development of ICTs, a debate has ensued
about whether urban agglomeration will proceed or

be moderated. In Asia, the problem of concentration

in the largest economic centres is common and is

part of the vulnerability of large cities, as evidenced
through COVID-19, where infections were spread by the
movement of people. This is why sharing best practices
and developing appropriate policies in response to
changes in the economic environment are essential for
economic development and the improvement of people's
lives in the medium to long term. As COVID-19 will semi-
compulsorily promote telework in many countries and
have a major impact on industrial structures, it makes
sense to study and analyse the changes and the latest
policies at this time.

This project summarises the economics and
diseconomies of agglomeration, and analyses the
policies of remote work, industrial policy, and the new
capital initiative to ease the concentration of power

in different countries. The study combines a review

of theories with case studies of specific cities. Using
available data, we analyse data on post-2020 changes in
specific cities.
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Deepening Economic Integration

1. Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership:
Implications, Challenges, and Future Growth of East
Asia and ASEAN

The Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership
(RCEP), completed on 15 November 2020, is the largest
free trade agreement (FTA) in the world. It comprises
the 10 Member States of ASEAN (Brunei, Cambodia,
Indonesia, the Lao People’s Democratic Republic (Lao
PDR), Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore,
Thailand, and Viet Nam) and five other countries in the
region with which ASEAN has FTAs — Australia, China,
Japan, the Republic of Korea (henceforth, Korea), and
New Zealand. It is the largest trading bloc in the world,
with a combined population of 2.2 billion people (30%
of the world population), total regional gross domestic
product (GDP) of around $38,813 billion (30% of global
GDP in 2019), and nearly 28% of global trade.

The RCEP sets an important agenda for trade and
investment in global trade in terms of opening large
domestic market (demand), releasing huge resources for
trade and investment, and creating dynamic regional and
global value chain activities. It is a critical and important
framework for global trade and regionalism, especially
given the current context of uncertainty and inward-
looking policies caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. It
provides the impetus for global trade and investment
and supports open regionalism and global trade and
investment.

Trade and openness are key strategies to create
investment and employment, reduce poverty and income
inequality, and generate structural transformation in

the domestic economy and the region. Trade and global
value chains (GVCs) are critical for a sustainable and
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inclusive post-pandemic recovery in terms of poverty
reduction and for creating a stable and resilient recovery
process in terms of a digital and green transformation of
regional trade.

Key features of the RCEP could strengthen the integration
of the East Asian region. The RCEP is based on the
following key elements of regional integration: (i) rules-
based trade and investment, (i) market access, (iii)
economic cooperation, (iv) ASEAN centrality, and (v) the
flexibility and responsiveness offered by its status as a
‘living" agreement. These elements are important for the
recovery of East Asia and ASEAN in the post-pandemic
period and for moving the region to the next stage of

inclusive and sustainable growth in regionalism and GVCs.

To assess the status of the RCEP at the beginning of
2022, the Trade, Training and Research Institute of
Cambodia’s Ministry of Commerce, in collaboration with
ERIA, held a hybrid workshop and launched a book titled
Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP):
Implications, Challenges, and Future Growth of East Asia
and ASEAN as part of a side-event during Cambodia’s
term as chair of ASEAN. The workshop discussed the
structure of the RCEP in terms of the complexity of

the RCEP commitments, modalities, and mechanisms.
The book underlines key features of the agreement

and analyses how these could strengthen regional
integration.

The monograph (launched on 14 March 2022), edited by
Fukunari Kimura, Shandre Thangavelu, and Dionisius
Narjoko, shares critical insights on the various elements
of the RCEP agreement and discusses the key potential
implications to the integration process in the region. It
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carefully examines the commitments and compares
them with those of other agreements, including the
Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement for Trans-
Pacific Partnership (CPTPP). The impact of businesses,
behind-the-border issues, and the domestic capacity of
the respective RCEP member countries is discussed, in
addition to a formal assessment of the potential benefits
of the RCEP. Finally, it attempts to address emerging
issues — especially with respect to the COVID-19
pandemic recovery.

2. ASEAN Seamless Trade Facilitation Indicators
and Trade Transaction Costs

ERIA, together with the ASEAN Trade Facilitation Joint
Consultative Committee, has developed an ASEAN-
specific trade facilitation indicator called the ASEAN
Seamless Trade Facilitation Indicators (ASTFI). The
ASTFl is based on a survey of the major trade-related
government agencies of each ASEAN Member State. It
includes measures on transparency and engagement
with the private sector; the core trade facilitation
measures of clearance and release formalities, as well
as export and import formalities and coordination;
and measures for transit, transport, and e-commerce
facilitations. A report on the ASTFI Baseline Study
was submitted to the ASEAN Trade Facilitation Joint
Consultative Committee in July 2018.

The public version of the report, published in July
2021, provides the status and progress of the trade
facilitation environment in ASEAN and its Member
States (AMS), highlighting the trade facilitation efforts
and best practices in ASEAN as well as each AMS as
of 2018. The finding is that, by 2018, AMS had done
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well in terms of transparency and information on laws,
regulations, and procedures, as well as components
related to communication and engagement with the
private sector. Under these components, AMS had
established informative and user-friendly websites
containing customs and trade-related laws and
regulations. Best practices by leading AMS in the region
with respect to engagement between the government
and the private sector were also highlighted, and these
serve as benchmarks for other AMS. Moderate progress
was made in the release and clearance formalities
component, cross-border coordination and transit
facilitation, and transport facilitation where ASEAN
transport-related protocols had yet to be implemented.

Much remained to be done in many of the AMS and in
the region to move towards a seamless trade facilitation
environment, but progress had been made. A follow-

up ASTFI survey, conducted in 2020 and 2021, will
assess the progress in trade facilitation since the 2018
baseline and the attendant improvement in the trading
environment in ASEAN.

3. Global Market Entry, Survival, and Exit of Firms:
Understanding the Process and the Effects

Firms play a central role in an economy’s globalisation
process. They make constant decisions on whether they
will start being engaged in global activities through
trade (exporting and importing, including participation in

GVCs), foreign investment, or research and development,

and whether they will continue or cease these activities
if they are already globally engaged. It is of utmost
importance, therefore, to have in-depth knowledge
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of this process not only to better understand the
causes and consequences of globalisation, but also
to devise appropriate policies in a broader strategy of
globalisation.

A large number of studies have been conducted on this

issue but much remains to be learnt about this process.

First, although standard monopolistic competition
models of trade (possibly with heterogeneous firms)
have clarified new channels of gains from trade
(increased product varieties at lower prices and
reallocation of resources amongst firms), these models
may be too simplistic to explain the global market
entry of firms because they focus exclusively on firm
productivity or marginal cost as a determinant of
global market entry. However, many other important
factors may be determining firms’ global market

entry decisions. More importantly, the process of
global market entry may be much longer and more
varied. (For example, Korea's military aircraft industry
had taken steps — such as maintenance of imported
aircraft, domestic production of some parts and
components, licenced production of existing models,
international collaborative development of new aircraft
models — before it began exporting made-in-Korea
military aircraft.) Second, understanding the process
and determinants of survival in the global market or
continuation of global activities is at least as important
as global market entry. Although there is a small but
growing literature on this issue, there is room for
further studies, particularly if the various pre-entry
determinants and paths are related to post-entry
survival and exit of firms.
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This project aims to empirically (i) clarify the process
and determinants of global market entry, survival, and
exit of firms; and (ii) evaluate the effects of globalisation
on firm behaviour, which go beyond the effects predicted
by standard trade models.

This project resulted in the publication of five ERIA
Discussion Papers in FY2021.

4. Economic Impact of Non-Tariff Measures on Firms
and Competitiveness in Asia

With the progress of bilateral and multilateral trade
agreements, the use of tariffs as a protectionist tool has
declined while the number of non-tariff measures (NTMs)
has increased. These opposite trends have triggered
guestions of whether NTMs are being used as a substitute
for tariffs and how they affect economic and social
objectives. NTMs are policy measures, other than ordinary
customs tariffs, which can potentially affect trade by
changing the price, quantity traded, or both. NTMs can
impose heavy burdens on producers and consumers.

For producers, compliance with NTMs raises production
costs through the adjustment of production technology or
sourcing for better-quality inputs. Producers need to bear
the enforcement costs to conform with regulations. For
consumers, NTMs can result in more expensive imports
or narrower product choice.
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NTMs can also serve legitimate purposes. Unlike tariffs,
which clearly distort trade and welfare, NTMs are
typically designed to correct several market failures,
notably to protect the health and safety of consumers
and to preserve the environment. NTMs are not
necessarily non-tariff barriers, thus their elimination is
not an option. The complexity of NTMs as a regulatory
tool poses considerable challenges to policymakers.
The expansion of GVCs further magnifies the impact

of NTMs on trade and competitiveness. Despite the
growing importance of NTMs in international trade, the
availability and accessibility of their data are limited.

Recognising the urgent need to enhance the
understanding and transparency of NTMs, ERIA, in
coordination with the United Nations Conference on
Trade and Development, developed a database on

NTMs in ASEAN and East Asia. Information is collected
from all possible official sources and classified by the
internationally comparable MAST 2018 classification.
Product classification based on the ASEAN Harmonised
Tariff Nomenclature 2017 allows analysis at sectoral and
product levels.

This project resulted in the publication of seven ERIA
Discussion Papers in FY2021.
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Narrowing Economic Gaps

1. 13th ASEM Summit: Multilateral Cooperation for a
Resilient, Sustainable, and Rules-Based Future for
the Asia-Europe Meeting

The Asia-Europe Meeting (ASEM) is a unique cooperation
initiative, creating |scope for transnational cooperation
between Partner countries through regional and
subregional activities. ASEM is wide enough to
accommodate global and inter-continental development
priorities. Yet it localises connectivity amongst Partner
countries for economic growth, trade and investment,
the digital economy, inclusive growth, and sustainable
development.

Under the shadow of the COVID-19 pandemic in both

Europe and Asia, the hosting of the 13th ASEM Summit
(ASEM13) in Cambodia was particularly significant
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as it envisaged an inclusive and prosperous growth
pathway for the Asia—Europe region through multilateral
cooperation and sustainable development.

The study brought together scholars and practitioners
from Asia and Europe to examine the multidimensional
nature of Asia—Europe cooperation and connectivity.

It covered themes including partnership for economic
growth, trade and investment, the digital economy,
quality infrastructure, skills development, education,
women and youth, labour mobility, sustainable
development, multilateralism, and global governance.
The study captured productive and replicable
experiences amongst Partner countries. It summarised
the unique role and vision of Cambodia as the host

of ASEM13, and the need to carry these into the 14th
ASEM Summit in Europe. This book fulfilled this purpose
and established a pathway for making ASEM an active,

efficient, and influential multilateral platform for
cooperation and connectivity between Asia and Europe.
This plenary study for Cambodia - the chair and host
of the 13th ASEM Summit — envisages an inclusive

and prosperous growth pathway for the Asia—Europe
region through multilateral cooperation and sustainable
development. At the request of the Deputy Prime
Minister of Cambodia, the book was translated into the
Khmer language, and both versions were presented

to leaders at the ASEM Summit in Cambodia on 24
November 2021.

2. Modelling Human Development and Circulation of
the Long-Term Care Workforce

The Government of Japan launched the Asia Health and
Wellbeing Initiative to promote regional and bilateral
cooperation to create vibrant and healthy societies
where people can enjoy long and productive lives and
contribute to sustainable development. Cross-border
circulation of human resources for long-term care is
one of the most supported activities of this initiative. The
development of human resources for long-term care all
over Asia is expected to smooth the path for Japanese
long-term-care service providers to invest overseas

in care industries and encourage these industries in
countries that have not necessarily nurtured long-

term care service. The establishment of such a
win-win relationship amongst Asian countries is the
most important goal of the Asia Health and Wellbeing
Initiative.
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The objective of the project is international harmonisation
of the national qualification frameworks of long-term-
care training. Japan has a national qualification system
for certified care workers and a career ladder system
for long-term care professionals. The Philippines has a
qualified caregiver training system under the Technical
Education and Skills Development Authority and the
Philippine Qualifications Framework. Indonesia and
other AMS are establishing their own qualification
frameworks for job training. National qualification
frameworks, however, must be harmonised under an
Asian qualification framework for international long-
term care work. Although Japan welcomes care workers
from abroad, how to identify them within its qualification
framework is not yet clear. Care workers in the origin
countries are confused about their professional rank in
the receiving country.

Due to a steadily ageing global population, demand for
care workers for older people is growing worldwide.

In most societies and cultures, older people have
traditionally been taken care of by family members, but
shrinking family size has been making this difficult and
businesses providing care for older people are emerging.
Countries with aged populations are increasingly relying
on foreign care workers.

This report, published on 13 July 2021, focused on a
comparison of vocational qualifications frameworks in
India, the Philippines, and Japan. It aims to contribute to the
promotion of policy dialogue with a view to creating more
skilled workers and to establish systems that can fairly
recognise their competencies, so that their vocational skills
can be much better utilised in any country.
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3. Feasibility of the Introduction of Japanese-Style
Rehabilitation Centres to Cambodia, Lao PDR, and
Viet Nam

This study will focus on brain injury rehabilitation in
Cambodia, Lao PDR, and Viet Nam, where populations
are expected to begin to age rapidly. Societies facing
rapid ageing are expected to see a greater number of
patients with brain injury (e.g. stroke) than societies
with younger populations. This is because risk factors
accumulate as individuals age — i.e. hypertension,
diabetes mellitus, and hyperlipidaemia — and thus
demand for long-term care increases. An increase in the
number of older people who require long-term care can
impose a very heavy burden on developing economies
such as Cambodia, Lao PDR, and Viet Nam. It is expected
that ageing in these nations will take place before the
countries are able to establish reliable social welfare
systems for older people. Urgent action is required to
disseminate preventive measures for brain injury and

to prevent the impairment of activities of daily living of
patients with brain injuries.

This study shows the potential of chronic-phase
rehabilitation and nutritional management as specific
strategies for a ‘broad-based healthcare system’. In
the countries studied, it was often difficult to provide
sufficient rehabilitation and nutritional support for
patients due to staff shortages. Greater human
resources are needed to establish a '‘broad-based
healthcare system’, at least in terms of chronic-phase
rehabilitation and nutritional development.
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Considering the diversity in the social, cultural, and
political backgrounds of the countries covered in this
study, it is important to gain a deep understanding

of the real needs for the services, as presented in

this project, to promote a ‘broad-based healthcare
system. Multilateral cooperation amongst Cambodia,
Japan, Lao PDR, and Viet Nam has great potential to
achieve the development of reliable and affordable
healthcare systems. This would be in line with universal
health coverage as referred to in the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development of the United Nations, through
mutual sharing of practices and lessons from different
backgrounds. Health for all, without leaving anyone
behind, is indispensable for creating mutually beneficial
relationships amongst the countries in the region and
indeed for enhancing economic development.

The report was published on 29 December 2021, titled
Pioneering Chronic-phase Rehabilitation and Nutritional
Management in Cambodia, the Lao People’s Democratic
Republic, and Viet Nam: Promotion of a Broad-based
Healthcare System.
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4. Feasibility of FTAs Between Cambodia and lts
Trading Partners, India and Mongolia

In August 2020, Cambodia requested ERIA to conduct a
study on the feasibility of FTAs with India and Mongolia.
ERIA agreed to support Cambodia by preparing a

joint report on the potential impacts of FTAs between
Cambodia and its FTA partners. The objective of the FTA
feasibility study is to generate insights into the costs and
benefits of the prospective FTAs, considering the current

economic situations in Cambodia and its FTA partners.
The FTA feasibility study will use rigorous analytical
techniques and the available data to shed light on
relevant issues such as the current status of the bilateral

trading environment, including tariff and non-tariff
barriers to trade; the consequences of the reduction
and/or elimination of tariffs on trade with FTA partners;
structural adjustments in production and consumption;
the potential to form new supply chains; and areas for
mutual gain. The FTA feasibility study will cover issues
pertaining to trade in goods and selected services, and
identify important sectors based on recent trends as
well as input from the Government of Cambodia. The
study will discuss how the FTAs may direct investment
towards certain sectors. Supportive policies and reforms
necessary to maximise the benefits from the FTAs will
also be discussed.
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Sustainable Development

1. Applying Extended Producer Responsibility Towards
Plastic Waste in Asian Developing Countries to
Reduce Marine Plastic Debris

The extended producer responsibility (EPR) mechanism

is adopted in many countries to give producers the
responsibility to manage their products up to the post-
consumer stage. In developing countries, EPR is mostly
implemented for electronic waste. However, with the
rising concern about marine plastic, developing countries,
including those in Asia, have started to apply EPR for
package and container waste. In practice, developing
countries significantly differ in their implementation of
EPR compared with developed ones due to contrasting
social, economic, technology, and other factors. This paper
aims to explore the challenges of developing countries

in applying EPR and to determine possible measures to
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overcome the challenges. Results show that applying

EPR for plastic waste in developing countries faces many
challenges, such as the existence of a market-based
collection system of recyclables, high transport costs,
lack of waste collection services in rural areas, the limited
number of facilities to manage certain types of plastic
waste, insufficient pollution control, and free riding and
orphan products. The challenges can be minimised by
differentiating the responsibility of producers, focusing

on rural and remote areas, involving informal sectors,
creating joint facilities in recycling parks, expanding waste
management collection services, increasing the use of
EPR, and minimising free riding. Aside from optimising
the implementation of EPR, other related measures
ensure the circularity of plastic waste in Asian developing
countries. For instance, governments or private
companies facilitate investment to reduce the transport
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cost of collected recyclables, enhance recycling design,
develop industrial standards for recycled products, and
stimulate green public procurement.

2. Impact of COVID-19 on Financing the
Low-Carbon Energy Transition

Several reasons exist for leveraging private finance

to accelerate the low-carbon energy transition and to
achieve the nationally determined contributions (NDCs)
agreed as part of the Paris Agreement. First, advanced
countries have not yet agreed on any clear plans to
meet their commitment to provide $100 billion annually
by 2020 so that developing countries can reach their
NDC targets. Second, as estimates indicate, more than
$100 billion per year is needed to meet the low-carbon
transition challenges that include not only investments
in renewable energy but also energy efficiency and
other strategies such as the deployment of clean coal
and carbon capture and storage technologies. Third,
government budgets of both advanced and emerging
economies are often constrained by financial debts and
other austerity policies, with little clarity on when and
how public financial flows will be scaled up to meet
the targets for 2030. This study examines the impact
of COVID-19 on the financial sector — equity markets,
bond markets, the banking sector, and central banks. It
performs an in-depth country analysis on the barriers
to low-carbon green growth in the major economies of
ASEAN and East Asia.

Asia’s historical development is at a crossroads. Twenty

months into COVID-19, the cumulative economic and
financial impacts are estimated to be much worse than
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those of the 1997 Asian economic crisis and the 2008
global financial crisis. Governments across ASEAN

and East Asia have deployed a significant amount of
emergency capital in their response to the pandemic,
with an initial focus on protecting livelihoods. As
countries move towards long-term deep decarbonisation
and a circular net zero economy, recovery from the
pandemic has offered a rare opportunity to realign
energy, innovation, trade, and fiscal policies into
macroeconomic planning and national budgets towards
a new sustainable development paradigm.

This book reviews and assesses the low-carbon green
growth policies, practices, and economic recovery
packages and identifies implementation gaps and new
opportunities. The detailed analyses embedded in the
chapters cover a wide range of impact strategies at the
sectoral level and identify immediate economy-wide
actions required to realise the net zero future. Based on a
review of countries’ experiences, this volume concludes
that past climate actions have entailed progressive
bottom-up, sectoral, low-carbon, green growth initiatives
that are relatively fast and easy to implement and that
provided incremental co-benefits. Realising the net

zero future by 2050 will require much higher levels of
technology absorption, crowding in finance, and strong
institution building. The book urges public and private
actors to harness the potential of regional cooperation
based on market principles, which will reduce the cost of
transformation to the net zero economy.

The report, titled Rethinking Asia’s Low-Carbon Growth in

the Post-Covid World: Towards a Net-Zero Economy, was
published on 27 January 2022.
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Energy Related Projects

1. Assessment of Electric Vehicle Penetration
in Lao PDR

0il, a major fuel in the total primary energy supply in
Lao PDR, is used mainly for transport and is imported
from neighbouring countries such as Thailand and Viet
Nam. Lao PDR is rich in hydropower and has significant
potential to develop it. Therefore, penetration of electric
vehicles (EVs) is an option for Lao PDR in terms of
reducing its import of transport fuels such as gasoline
and diesel and in developing its hydropower. Thus, the
Ministry of Energy and Mines of Lao PDR requested ERIA
to analyse the impacts of EV penetration in Lao PDR.

This project aims to support the Department of Planning

and Cooperation of the Ministry of Energy and Mines
in analysing the impacts of EV penetration in Lao PDR
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in terms of changing its energy mix to shift from oil

to electricity, forecasting oil demand reduction and
electricity demand increase, revising oil imports on a
physical and monetary basis, and elaborating hydropower
development plans. In addition, the study specifies the
number of EV charging stations needed, the required
capacity enhancement of domestic transmission lines,
and the need for construction of new hydropower plants
on a physical and monetary basis.

This report, published on 31 March 2022, analyses the
impacts of shifting from internal combustion engine to
EVs in Lao PDR. First, shifting to EVs will reduce total
final energy consumption in the country. Second, the
additional electric power needed due to the penetration
of EVs would come from domestic hydro or coal-fired
power generation. Third, the decline of gasoline and
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diesel fuel use and import caused by the shift to EVs
should increase the country’s GDP. Total carbon dioxide
(CO,) emissions would be reduced if the maximum rate

of coal-fired power generation is kept below 50%. Finally,

oil companies would experience a drop in revenue
whereas the electricity sector would see an increase in
investment and employment.

The study highlights the important roles of government
support in the penetration of EVs with the assistance
of the international community, the defined penetration
targets of EV charging stations, energy saving, CO,
reduction, energy supply security, GDP growth, and the
role of domestic and foreign investment in the EV and
power sectors.

2. Petroleum Supply Chain Master Plan
for Cambodia - Phase 2

Based on the projected petroleum demand for each of
Cambodia’s provinces in 2040 in phase 1, ERIA sought
the optimal petroleum supply chain using the minimum-
cost approach under several constraints: two primary
ports (Sihanoukville and Phnom Penh); three transport
modes (pipeline, railway, and tank truck); and imports
from Thailand.

Cambodia has seen fast-growing demand for petroleum,
especially oil, which had the highest share of total
primary energy supply in 2018 (42%). As a result, the oil
supply rose at an average of 6% per year from 2010 to
2018. Growth in demand for petroleum was nearly 10%
from 2017 to 2018, indicative of a rapid increase in oil
transport demand (gasoline and diesel oil). Currently, all
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petroleum products are imported, and most are shipped
by tankers from Thailand, Singapore, and Viet Nam.
However, liquefied petroleum gas can be imported by
tanker trucks from Thailand and Viet Nam, so the import
route is different from that of gasoline and diesel oil. As
petroleum demand is expected to grow to meet end-use
demand, the transportation routes, receiving terminals,
and distribution terminals of petroleum products

must be adequately studied and assessed to ensure
efficient logistics costs in Cambodia’s petroleum supply
chain. The Ministry of Mines and Energy of Cambodia
recognises the need for a properly designed petroleum
master plan for the country to understand the entire
petroleum supply chain in terms of logistics, storage,
and distribution.

The report was published on 8 February 2022.

3. Study on Energy Statistics Regulations
for Lao PDR

Although ERIA has been supporting Lao PDR's
Department of Planning and Cooperation and Ministry

of Energy and Mines to produce the country’s energy
statistics, many primary data are still needed. ERIA will
continually support these entities in establishing energy
statistics regulations from energy market players or the
supply side of energy, and provide energy data collection
tools — including questionnaires on coal, petroleum,
electricity, and renewable energy (especially biomass).
The preparation of Lao PDR’s energy statistics regulations
is consistent with the objective of the country’s Ministry of
Energy and Mines — to enhance energy data and statistics
to support policy planning and actions for energy-related

sectors. In recent years, the ministry has emphasised the
importance of having accurate energy statistics in place to
guide the development of energy policy in Lao PDR. Such
statistics are fundamental to establishing appropriate
energy policies that can promote energy efficiency and
conservation, deployment of renewable energy, affordable
energy supply, maintenance of energy supply security, and
investment in clean technologies and clean fuels.

The report was published on 10 June 2021.

4. Feasibility Study on Transmission Highway
in the ACMECS

According to the East Asia Summit (EAS) energy outlook
prepared by ERIA, demand for electricity, gas, and oil in
AMS will increase considerably, in line with the expected
economic and population growth in the region. The
Ayeyawady-Chao Phraya—Mekong Economic Cooperation
Strategy (ACMECS) in Indo-China has a variety of energy
sources: huge hydropower potential in the Lao PDR

and Myanmar, gas in Myanmar, and coal in Viet Nam.
However, the abundant renewable resources, especially
hydropower and solar power, are underused because
the ACMECS countries have no bulk transmission lines
to cover the entire region. High-voltage power is traded
bilaterally and power stations are largely dedicated

to exporting power from one country to another. If

bulk transmission lines (e.g. east-west and north-
south) could connect Viet Nam, Lao PDR, Cambodia,
Thailand, and Myanmar, the optimal generation mix

in the five countries could be achieved. Using diverse
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resources requires a physical bulk transmission line and
multilateral trading system — the Transmission Highway
—amongst ACMECS countries. ERIA organised a working
group to carry out a study to (i) nominate candidates

for new cross-border interconnections, (i) estimate the
construction cost of these interconnections, and (iii)
estimate the financial and economic aspects and social
benefits.

The ACMECS has varying energy resources, but
abundant resources - especially hydropower — are
underused because ACMECS countries have no existing
bulk transmission network covering their entire area.
The high-voltage transmission network can bring
multiple benefits, including reduced fuel costs of thermal
power generation, reduced CO, emissions, improved
electricity access, and the ability to consolidate higher
shares of variable renewable energy.

For this report, published on 9 December 2021, a cost-
benefit analysis on using high-voltage cross-border
interconnections for power trade in ACMECS was
carried out. The study was conducted with the support
of experts from Cambodia, Lao PDR, Myanmar, Thailand,
and Viet Nam, who shared relevant data. Following

the outcome of this study, ACMECS countries need to
continue exploring how they move the regional grid
towards a more accessible, affordable, and sustainable
future power sector through the transmission highway
concept.
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5. Global Situation of Small Modular Reactor
Development and Deployment

Several countries need a huge amount of clean low-
carbon energy to meet their climate goals. To reinforce
the competitiveness of nuclear energy in the clean

and low-carbon energy market, advanced reactors

with innovative features have been developed in

niche markets. Amongst those advanced reactors,
small modular reactors (SMRs) are expected to meet
various demands that have not been satisfied by
conventional large-scale reactors because of the SMRs'’
design features: small generation capacity, modular
construction technology, safety, and low risk of radiation
exposure, etc. Because of such advantages, SMR
development projects are taken up in leaders in nuclear
energy such as the United States, the United Kingdom,
and Canada. At the same time, some countries that have
not used nuclear energy are considering the deployment
of SMRs. However, many barriers exist in deploying
nuclear power plants. The ‘newcomer’ countries are
seeking various options to meet their energy and
environmental policies. Most AMS are also at a critical
point in deciding their future energy options because
they are experiencing rapid economic development and
are expected to continuously increase energy demand.

This research focused on the innovative efforts in
the leading countries and on considerations in the
‘newcomer’ countries to provide AMS with useful
insights and information to consider their future energy

policy.
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This report, published on 2 July 2021, examines the
applicability of SMRs in the context of ASEAN. Since
small reactors are envisaged as replacing fossil fuel
plants in many advanced countries, it reviews the
market conditions and licensing requirements in those
countries and the regulatory and safety imperatives
needed in the developing economies of ASEAN for
the commercial deployment of SMRs. The report
recommends international cooperation between the
SMR-producing countries and potential newcomer
countries in the fields of nuclear energy planning,
conducting feasibility studies, and new low-carbon
infrastructure development.

6. Study on Demand and Supply Potential of Hydrogen
in East Asia — Phase 3

Phase 3 of this project forecasts the amount of hydrogen
production from potential energy sources such as
hydropower plants in an isolated area, flared gas, and
low-ranked coal such as brown coal. Based on the
hydrogen production and demand reviewed in phase

2, phase 3 seeks optimal hydrogen transportation

routes between hydrogen production and demand sites
applying the minimum-cost approach.

The phase 3 study estimates hydrogen production
potential. However, the estimated hydrogen production
potential from unused energies will be less than 10% of
the hydrogen demand potential estimated in the phase 2
study, and most of it comes from low-ranked coal due to
the limitations of existing data — especially hydropower
potential.
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Under the phase 3 study, two hydrogen workshops
were held virtually for India and Malaysia to introduce
the major outcomes of the phase 2 study — a review

of hydrogen production technologies and their costs,
revision of the hydrogen demand of EAS countries

by 2040, and a brief presentation of New Energy and
Industrial Technology Development Organization (NEDO)
hydrogen projects in Brunei Darussalam and south
Australia. ERIA held the workshops in cooperation with
the International Advanced Research Centre for Powder
Metallurgy and New Materials in India and the Ministry
of Energy and Natural Resources in Malaysia. The
workshops raised many issues on hydrogen from the
participants of both countries.

A low-carbon energy transition was the priority energy
issue announced at the EAS Energy Ministers Meeting
hosted by Brunei Darussalam in September 2021,

and the use of hydrogen as a renewable energy is on
the global agenda for achieving a low-carbon energy
transition. The first meeting of the EAS Hydrogen
Working Group — comprising Australia, Brunei
Darussalam, China, India, Indonesia, Japan, Malaysia,
New Zealand, and Thailand - discussed the role of
hydrogen in contributing to a low-carbon energy
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transition or carbon-neutral pathway of EAS countries.
Australia, Japan, and New Zealand emphasised

the importance of hydrogen in their carbon-neutral
scenarios or road maps up to 2050. On the other hand,
China, Brunei Darussalam, India, Indonesia, Malaysia,
and Thailand still consider Variable Renewable Energy
such as solar and wind as the preferred energy sources
to achieve their low-carbon energy transition. The
second EAS Hydrogen Working Group meeting consisted
of (i) a brief presentation on the phase 3 study’'s contents
— a review of hydrogen production technologies and
their costs, and seeking an optimal hydrogen transport
solution based on two transport methods (MCH and
LH2); (i) an introductory presentation on hydrogen uses
for power generation instead of gas power generation;
and (i) an introductory presentation on NEDO's
hydrogen projects in Brunei Darussalam and Australia.

During FY2021, ERIA's Healthcare Unit completed one
book and three research project reports, including ‘Older
People and COVID-19 in Indonesia (2022 edition)’, which
reports the results of a telephone survey to identify the
impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic on older people’s
lives. This survey was proposed by Indonesia’s Ministry of
National Development Planning (BAPPENAS).

Another memorable event handled by the Healthcare
Unit was the announcement event of the winners of the
second Healthy Aging Prize for Asian Innovation award,
which was co-organised with the Japan Center for
International Exchange. Four winners were selected from
10 countries by the international advisory committee,
which consisted of leading experts on population ageing
throughout the region.

Through Japan's Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare,
the unit has been expanding its research focus to include
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areas such as clinical trials. The research activities result
in evidence-based policy paper recommendations after
discussions with regional country experts, alongside
their national health databases and published data
from multiregional clinical trials, such as offers of
health economic alternatives for safe travel throughout
a pandemic and reviews of clinical trial regulatory
frameworks in AMS, including how to improve their
quality. These projects are expected to improve the
capacity of clinical trials in the region and to support a
region-wide network and capacity building activities to
organise well-managed multiregional clinical trials for
drugs and medical devices.

In addition, the unit has begun to collaborate with the
World Health Organization through a secondee from ERIA,
assigned to the WHO department in charge of the list of
essential in-vitro diagnosis device research activities.
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Environment Unit

The Regional Knowledge Centre for Marine Plastic Debris

(RKC-MPD) was established in ERIA in October 2019 to
support the ASEAN+3 Member States in tackling marine
plastic pollution and to foster related good practices in
the region. The RKC-MPD aims to facilitate networking
amongst stakeholders, raise awareness, promote
innovative actions in each country, and facilitate national
and regional cooperation to collectively counter the
marine plastic debris issue, while supporting the ASEAN
Regional Action Plan for Combating Marine Debris in the
ASEAN Member States (2021-2025).

The current activities of the RKC-MPD include the
collection and dissemination of Member States’ legal
frameworks, action plans, and voluntary initiatives;
sharing of scientific knowledge; and the promotion of

positive business efforts undertaken by the private sector

(https://rkcmpd-eria.org/story), in which companies are

invited to showcase products, services, and technologies
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that contribute to the reduction of plastic waste and
marine plastic debris. The RKC-MPD has also published
research on the application of extended producer
responsibility in Asian developing countries. In addition
to the above, the RKC-MPD has been actively engaging
in awareness-raising activities to connect not only

with policymakers, but also with wider stakeholders.
One of the programmes launched in August 2021 is an
interview series named ‘Zero in on plastics’, through
which researchers and activists in the marine plastic
field are invited to share their knowledge and experience
with online readers. A special focus will be given to youth
engagement in upcoming programmes. Joint research
projects are ongoing with partner institutions such as
the Institute for Global Environmental Strategies (IGES),
the Regional Resource Centre for Asia and the Pacific at
the Asian Institute of Technology (RRC.AP/AIT), and the
Centre for International Law at the National University of
Singapore.
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Research

Agriculture Unit

ERIA's food and agriculture research activities have
been conducted as needed since ERIA's establishment
in 2008. Although the contribution of the agricultural
sector to overall economic growth is not necessarily

large, its importance to the socio-economic situation

of each country remains unchanged, especially in the
ASEAN region - the food and agriculture sector is a
major source of employment and income for a large
proportion of the population, and ensuring food security
and food safety is of critical importance for all human
beings. Given the importance of the food and agriculture
sector, the Agriculture Unit was established in 2016

as one of ERIA's Research Departments to intensively
and constantly address various emerging topics in the
food and agriculture sector. Since its establishment,
emerging issues such as the food value chain, the

cold chain, and the digitalisation of agriculture have
been addressed through research works as well as
capacity building activities such as knowledge sharing
workshops. The main priority of the Agriculture Unit
is to contribute to the development of policies for the
ASEAN food and agriculture sector.

In 2021, the Agriculture Unit focused on the
implementation of the ‘Enhancing Food Supply Chain
Resilience and Food Security in ASEAN with Utilisation
of Digital Technologies' research project. This project
was composed of three components: (i) a COVID-19
impact analysis on food security and the food value chain
in ASEAN through macro-data scenario analysis, (i) a
technical assessment of the enabling policy environment
in ASEAN and other countries, and (iii) the formulation of
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draft regional guidelines on digital agriculture. Through
the project, ERIA supported ASEAN in developing the
‘ASEAN Guideline on Promoting the Utilisation of Digital
Technologies for ASEAN Food and Agriculture Sector,
which were endorsed at the 43rd Meeting of the ASEAN
Ministers on Agriculture and Forestry (AMAF). The
president of ERIA reported the outcomes of the project
to the ministers at the 21st Meeting of the AMAF and the
Ministers of Agriculture of China, Japan, and the Republic
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of Korea (AMAF Plus Three), and ERIA's support in
developing the ASEAN guidelines was highly appreciated
in the joint statement of the AMAF and AMAF Plus Three
meetings. The Agriculture Unit will continue practical
research and related activities to support the region’s
policy development in this field. For the next years, the

unit will focus on research and related activities for
support to building and enhancing the sustainable food
system in the region.
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Throughout 2021, despite navigating uncertainty

and the emerging economic issues caused by the
coronavirus disease (COVID-19) pandemic, the Policy
Design Department (PDD) had a fruitful and productive
year — delivering policy research, advice, and support for
medium- and longer-term development and the economic
integration of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN) and the East Asia region. PDD held extensive
engagements with senior economic officials on economic
matters, in line with the department’s objectives and
goals of ensuring greater regional economic integration
of ASEAN. These engagements ranged from supporting
the Government of Brunei Darussalam as the chair

of ASEAN in 2021, providing research on the ASEAN
Trade in Goods Agreement (ATIGA) and key ASEAN trade
facilitation initiatives, capacity building on the ASEAN
Trade in Services Agreement (ATISA) for ASEAN sectoral
bodies and the ASEAN Secretariat, and strengthening the
inter-regional network through support for the East Asia
Summit (EAS) process, to name just a few.

Over the past year, PDD collaborated on various issues
with multilateral organisations and other stakeholders —
for example, the ASEAN Secretariat and the Organisation
for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) on
Good Regulatory Practice (GRP), particularly regulatory
reform work; the United Nations Economic and Social
Commission for Asia and the Pacific on investment
facilitation; and the United Nations Conference on Trade
and Development (UNCTAD) on the Non-Tariff Measures
Cost-Effectiveness Toolkit (NTM Toolkit) — Handbook

for ASEAN. Looking ahead, PDD hopes to continue its
collaborative intra- and inter-regional collaboration, as
well as work within the Economic Research Institute for
ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA) to produce high-quality policy
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research and advice to help address the economic and
regional challenges presented by the COVID-19 pandemic
and the future.

i. The Government of Brunei Darussalam’s Role as
Chair of ASEAN and Related Meetings in 2021

The Government of Brunei Darussalam, through its
Ministry of Finance and Economy, requested PDD to
provide research on and support to several initiatives that
Brunei Darussalam had envisioned for chairing ASEAN in
2021. One of the priority economic deliverables for Brunei
as chair was the development of the ASEAN Framework
for Circular Economy for the ASEAN Economic
Community. This was in line with Brunei Darussalam'’s
vision for ASEAN 2021: 'We Care, We Prepare, We
Prosper’. With the growing demand for sustainability by
consumers and investors, it has become imperative for
ASEAN to take account of circular economy initiatives

in its ASEAN Economic Community work stream and

to consider discussions and work in the ASEAN Socio
Cultural Community to avoid overlaps and maximise
resources. Another deliverable supported by ERIA was the
development of the NTM Toolkit for ASEAN, a framework
to review and evaluate the cost-effectiveness of existing
NTMs in ASEAN.

PDD and the Research Department also undertook

a study on developing a strategic master plan for
Temburong District, requested by the Government of
Brunei Darussalam through its Ministry of Finance and
Economy in December 2020. Together with Temburong
District Development Authority and the town planners,
ERIA identified industries and sectors that are globally
competitive, while remaining compatible with and
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complementary to existing economic activities in the
country. A study on urban amenities was also undertaken
to assess the trickle-down effects of the development

of Temburong on the people and the local economy.
Amongst the studies conducted were business feasibility
studies on ecotourism, education, a research centre, an
international biodiversity laboratory, orchid farming, and
koi rearing to strengthen the findings of the master plan.
The master plan was submitted for endorsement to the
board of directors of Temburong District Development
Authority in March 2022.

ii. The Government of New Zealand's Role as
Chair of APEC 2021

ERIA's Governing Board Member Dr Allan Bollard
requested PDD to support New Zealand as chair of Asia-
Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) in 2021. The APEC
Secretariat also requested PDD to identify possible policy
research for APEC 2021, such as the future of work,
World Trade Organization (WTO) reforms, and the circular
economy. Some discussions were held on this with the
APEC Secretariat.

iii. EAS Economic Ministers’ Meeting (EMM) and Senior
Economic Officials’ Meeting 2021, EAS Consultations,
and Related Meetings

PDD undertook policy-based research to develop a
framework for regional economic integration and
development after overcoming the COVID-19 pandemic
and to consider existing initiatives as part of ERIA's
deliverables for the EAS EMM in 2021. PDD also presented
a paper on supply chain resilience and the post-pandemic
recovery in the EAS region, which emphasised the need
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for greater collaboration in dealing with the adverse
impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic. The EAS EMM,

in a joint media statement, commended ERIA for its
contribution to the EAS process through studies and
research activities on regional economic issues. The
meeting also reiterated the need for greater collaboration
in dealing with the adverse impacts of the COVID-19
pandemic and urged ERIA to continue supporting the EAS
process through its research.

iv. The Government of Indonesia’s Role as Chair of
the G20 in 2022 and Chair of ASEAN and Related
Meetings in 2023

PDD also provided research and support to the relevant
ministries of the Government of Indonesia for chairing
the G20 and ASEAN, including supporting the Agriculture
Working Group on the potential of digitalisation of the
food value chain. PDD has also started discussions on the
topics to be covered under the Government of Indonesia’s
role as chair of ASEAN and related meetings in 2023.

v. Temburong Strategic Development Master Plan

As part of ERIA's support to the Government of Brunei
Darussalam, PDD developed a strategic development
master plan to improve, preserve, and protect the natural
and built environment of Temburong District. The study
was based on the previous Temburong Eco Town Master
Plan that ERIA had designed for the Ministry of Energy

of Brunei Darussalam, covering major components that
could be expanded to cover more items, such as ensuring
local involvement and pursuing detailed information on
industries, sectors, and activities for Temburong to be
globally competitive. The master plan, amongst others,
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includes the identification of industries and sectors that
could be globally competitive while remaining compatible
and complementary to existing economic activities in

the country, the identification of economic activities
suitable for the residents of Temburong District to ensure
inclusiveness, and recommendations on a delivery

plan and key policies and infrastructure to support
development.

vi. Non-Conforming Measures List Under the ATISA

In collaboration with the ASEAN Coordinating Committee
on Services (CCS) and the Ministry of Economy, Trade and
Industry of Japan, PDD supported selected ASEAN Member
States (AMS) in building their government officials' capacity
by strengthening their understanding and knowledge for
preparing a list of non-conforming measures for their
services sectors. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, focus
group discussions (FGDs) were only held for selected AMS
such as Cambodia, Indonesia, the Lao People's Democratic
Republic (Lao PDR), and Malaysia. Australia's Department of
Foreign Affairs and Trade contributed to FGDs in Cambodia
and Lao PDR. Due to the high number of COVID-19 cases at
that time, FGDs had to be postponed for other AMS such as
Myanmar and Viet Nam.

The FGDs included practical exercises, designed in part
to encourage participants to apply the taught content
presented in the workshop — for example, to identify
relevant domestic regulation in each of the focus sectors,
change from the current positive list to a negative list in
the ASEAN Framework Agreement on Services for ATISA
where relevant to the focus sectors, and identify other
non-conforming measures in each focus sector.
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vii. ASEAN’s Work on GRPs: Addressing Un-
Implemented Initiatives Under the ASEAN Standards
and Conformance Strategic Plan 2016-2025

Under this initiative, PDD is supporting the ASEAN
Secretariat in preparing the ASEAN handbook on GRP.
Once completed, PDD will assist in identifying pilot
projects on GRP in strategic sectors of ASEAN and provide
the necessary capacity building to promote GRP and build
buy-in across institutions, sectors, and AMS.

The handbook will cover the principles of GRP within
ASEAN and the processes involved in the implementation
of GRP through a review of official documents, academic
literature, and interviews with government officials and
industry experts. Scenarios will be developed, examining
each aspect of the GRP process. Detailed steps will

be shared on the preparation of regulatory impact
statements. In this process, mechanisms to perform cost-
effectiveness analysis, business compliance costs, post-
implementation review, and setting up of an institutional
framework will also be addressed and will include case
studies of the processes. Challenges in setting up a
regulatory management system will also be dealt with,
by providing explanations or methods to deal with such
challenges. Possible policy recommendations for setting
up GRP initiatives in AMS will be provided.

viii. Enhancing GRPs in ASEAN
PDD supported the ASEAN-OECD Good Regulatory
Practice Network in 2021, with the theme of Innovative

Recovery: Responsive Regulatory Systems for
Economic Recovery and Prosperity, for ASEAN to
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explore opportunities to use better and innovative
regulatory approaches in recovering from the COVID-19
pandemic, in particular, and to focus on ways to
strengthen regulatory frameworks to better manage
future crises. PDD was also invited to participate in
Good Regulatory Practice Network meetings.

ix. The Feasibility of Free Trade Agreements (FTAs)
between Cambodia and Its Trade Partners, India and
Mongolia

When the Government of Cambodia requested ERIA

to undertake a feasibility study on Cambodia and its
potential FTA partners, ERIA accommodated Cambodia
by preparing a report on the potential impacts of FTAs
between Cambodia and India and Mongolia. The main
purpose of the study was to generate insights into

the costs and benefits of the prospective FTAs, taking
into consideration the current economic situation in
Cambodia and its FTA partners.

PDD and the Research Department prepared the FTA
feasibility study to shed light on issues such as the
status of the bilateral trading environment, including
tariffs and non-tariff barriers to trade, and the
consequences of a reduction in and/or elimination of
tariffs on trade with FTA partners, amongst others. The
FTA feasibility study covered issues pertaining to trade
in goods as well as selected services sector trade, and
discussed how FTAs could direct investment towards
certain sectors in Cambodia.
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X. Public Version of the ASEAN Seamless Trade
Facilitation Indicators (ASTFI) Baseline Study

In 2017, at the request of the ASEAN Trade Facilitation
Joint Consultative Committee (ATF-JCC), PDD developed
ASEAN-specific trade facilitation indicators — the ASTFI -
which surveyed major government agencies in each AMS
to take stock of the implementation status of regional and
global trade facilitation initiatives. Submitted to the ATF-
JCCin July 2018, the baseline ASTFI report recommended
improvements in the trading environment and a reduction
in trade transaction costs (TTCs) in the region.

Noting the interest of the private sector in trade facilitation
initiatives in AMS and to facilitate better understanding,
the ATF-JCC tasked ERIA to create a public version of the
ASTFI baseline study report to inform the public of the

key trade facilitation initiatives in ASEAN and to monitor
the trade facilitation progress as reported in the ASTFI
baseline study. The public version of the baseline study
was published in July 2021.

xi. TTC Baseline Study

With the Research Department, PDD prepared a baseline
TTC report based on an analysis of the Time Release
Study report and the Time to Permit Approval survey
results, following ERIA's completion of the ASFTI baseline
study. The TTC report assessed the trade facilitation
situation and provided a quantitative assessment of TTCs
in the region. The TTC report was an ASEAN-specific
measure intended to help AMS set quantifiable goals

and monitor progress in achieving the ASEAN ministers’
mandate of reducing TTCs by 10% in the region by 2020.
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xii. ASTFI-TTC Il

With the Research Department, PDD started conducting
the ASTFI-TTC Il a follow-up to the 2018 ASTFI-TTC
baseline study. The primary objective of the second phase
of the study was to understand the trade facilitation
environment and TTCs in ASEAN in 2020. The study
included the calculation of the updated TTCs to measure
the reduction in TTCs in ASEAN between 2018 and

2020. Throughout 2020, ERIA, country researchers, and
AMS focal points held technical workshops to provide

an overview of the ASTFI-TTC Il project methodology,
activities, and timeline, as well as to discuss the
guestionnaires and the data collection process. With the
support of the AMS focal points in the ATF-JCC, ASTFI Il
survey questionnaires were circulated and filled out by
AMS government agencies as part of this undertaking.
Socialisation workshops were conducted to assist AMS in
completing the survey questionnaires and other activities
of the ASTFIII.

The results of the ASTFI-TTC Il, along with the results of
the baseline ASTFI-TTC, will be used to track progress
in the trade facilitation environment in ASEAN and to
measure change in TTCs in the region.

xiii. Public Version of the ATIGA Impact Report

PDD created a public version of the ATIGA report for
publication, based on the official report on the impact

of the ATIGA on intra-ASEAN trade submitted to the
Coordinating Committee on the Implementation of the
ATIGA. Published in August 2021, the public version of the

Economic Research Institute for ASEAN and East Asia

ATIGA report was an important publication as it shared
the ATIGA's impact and valuable contribution to ASEAN
economic integration with the private sector.

xiv. Making ASEAN Trade in Services 4.0: Reinvigoration
of Supplying Services

During the CCS Special Meeting in October 2021,

the CCS requested ERIA to develop specialised
programmes by integrating new Fourth Industrial
Revolution (4IR) development in the services supplied
and conducting technical workshops from 2022 to

2024 to support new, young, and existing ASEAN
professionals. The programmes are based on the
ASEAN Consolidated Strategy on 4IR and focus on

the four business professions with ASEAN Mutual
Recognition Arrangements (MRAs) — engineers, architects,
accountants, and surveyors — and include government
officials. PDD, together with the Centre for the Fourth
Industrial Revolution, then developed a programme that
was endorsed during the 100th ASEAN CCS Meeting. The
first programme is scheduled to be conducted in July
2022.

xv. Study on the Supply and Demand of Professional
Services in ASEAN

In October 2021, the CCS requested ERIA to undertake

a comprehensive study on the supply and demand of
professional services in ASEAN —including accountants,
architects, dentists, doctors, engineers, nurses, and
surveyors — and ways to enhance the level of interaction
and mobility of ASEAN professional services based on
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the evolving services trade landscape. The project team
developed a questionnaire related to the project and
conducted several FGDs for each AMS to ascertain the
actual supply and demand of service professionals in
ASEAN.

xvi. Comprehensive Study on the Implementation
of the MRA on Tourism Professionals (MRA-TP):
Challenges and Opportunities

Against the backdrop of the need to continue assessing
the relevance of facilitating the mobility of skilled and
certified tourism professionals across the region, at

the request of the ASEAN Secretariat, PDD conducted

a comprehensive assessment of the implementation of
the MRA-TP. The study aims to (i) review the objectives
of the MRA-TP to ensure its relevance in view of shifting
trends and recent developments in global and regional
tourism industries; (i) provide ASEAN policymakers
and regulators with a better understanding of the
challenges with regard to the mobility of ASEAN tourism
professionals and recommendations to overcome
those challenges, in particular in response to the
implementation of Mode 4 (Movement of Natural Persons)
under the ASEAN FTA; and (iii) identify best practices
and innovative solutions to maximise the benefits of the
MRA-TP to the ASEAN tourism industry. The inception
report was presented to the tourism Senior Officials

at the special meeting of the ASEAN National Tourism
Organisations in December 2021. Since then, Indonesia
has approved the inception report as the country
coordinator for the study. The final report is expected

to be submitted for approval and consideration by the
ASEAN Tourism Ministers in September 2022.
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xvii. Study to Develop a Framework on Sustainable
Tourism Development in ASEAN in the Post-
COVID-19 Era

The COVID-19 pandemic has highlighted the vulnerability
of the tourism sector. With global challenges such as
climate change and loss of biodiversity, whose effects on
the tourism sector can be very destructive, the need for a
systematic approach to sustainable tourism development
becomes urgent. Recognising this, PDD is supporting the
ASEAN Secretariat to conduct a study on sustainable
tourism in ASEAN within the context of the post-pandemic
recovery. An integral part of the study is the development
of a framework on sustainable tourism in ASEAN. The
framework is expected to fill the knowledge gap and
raise awareness amongst AMS to better understand

the importance of sustainability in the tourism sector,
particularly in implementing a common framework

or approach. In addition, it will help policymakers in
designing their own models and strategies to support
the implementation of sustainable tourism in their
respective countries. The inception report was presented
to the tourism Senior Officials at the special meeting of
the ASEAN National Tourism Organisations in December
2021, and work is well underway to complete the study
in September 2022 for approval and consideration by the
ASEAN Tourism Ministers.

xviii. NTM Toolkit - Handbook for ASEAN
With the support and cooperation of UNCTAD, PDD and the
Research Department developed a framework to review

the cost-effectiveness of existing NTMs in ASEAN through
the NTM Toolkit.
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The initial draft of the NTM Toolkit was presented and
submitted to the ATF-JCC at its various meetings in 2020.
In December 2020, ERIA and UNCTAD organised an FGD
with the objective of seeking views, inputs, and comments
from experts and individuals who had worked on NTMs,
GRPs, and related issues to develop and improve the
draft NTM Toolkit. The participants included experts from
ERIA, the ASEAN Secretariat, the ATF-JCC chair, former
government officials, think tank experts, and UNCTAD
officials. Inputs and recommendations from the group
were considered in the completion of the draft final
version of the NTM Toolkit. The NTM Toolkit was endorsed
by the 53rd ASEAN Economic Ministers Meeting in
September 2021.

xix. Online Training on Assessing the Trade Effects
of NTMs

PDD and the Research Department conducted a 6-week
online training course on assessing the trade effects of
NTMs for officials of the Philippine Tariff Commission.
This capacity building activity from mid-August to the

end of September 2021 was amongst ERIA's continuous
commitments to support AMS in evidence-based
policymaking efforts. The course introduced the core
analytical approaches to measure the prevalence of NTMs
and their impact on bilateral trade flows.
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xX. Southeast Asia and the WTO

PDD contributed a chapter on ‘Southeast Asia and

the WTO' for The Elgar Companion to the World Trade
Organization on AMS commitments under the WTO and
the implementation of WTO rules in AMS.

xxi. Elgar Encyclopaedia of International Economic Law

PDD also contributed a country report on Brunei
Darussalam to the Elgar Encyclopaedia of International
Economic Law. The Elgar Encyclopaedia is a resource
reference on international economic law that encompass
four main sections: the foundations and architecture

of international economic law, its principles, its main
regulatory areas, and the future challenges it faces.

The Elgar Encyclopaedia has over 250 entries, with
leading scholars and practitioners as contributors. The
encyclopaedia is used as a reference on all areas of
international economic law and provides a good starting
point for research.

Communications

The Communications Department aims to raise

ERIA's profile and continuously improve contact with
stakeholders, including policymakers, academics, the
media and the broader public. By taking the lead in
coordinating outreach, the work of the Communications
Department is spread across all research and policy
projects. It works closely with SPP, the Publications
Department, and CBP to ensure their outputs are
disseminated to the appropriate audiences.

i. Website, Social Media, and Online Presence

The Communications Department continued to expand its
digital outreach in FY2021 by producing content, expanding
and updating the ERIA website, creating new pages to
highlight ERIA's participation in G20, and generating various
promotional campaigns through social media. We continue
to offer all of our publications for free through Google
Scholar. Some of our publications are also featured on the
Asia Development Bank Institute website "Think Asia’, ADB
SEADS website, UNCTAD E-trade for All, and the World
Economic Forum ‘Strategic Intelligence platform’.

ii. ASEAN Insights Podcast

Podcasting is a highly effective platform for disseminating
research findings, policy recommendations, and opinions.
At the end of 2021, the communications team launched
ASEAN Insights, ERIA's first podcast series. These are
short, informal interviews with ASEAN and East Asian
experts about their current work or comments on
trending issues.
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iii. Videos

Videos have become an increasingly important tool to
promote specific projects, explain outcomes, and educate
people on specific issues. ERIA uses them in social

media, on its website, and at events to provide succinct
and engaging content that draws people in to ERIA's
research and helps them understand key issues and
recommendations. In FY2021, the department created 150
videos, mostly of ERIA events.

iv. Media Relations and Coverage

Media is one of the core channels through which

ERIA disseminates its research findings, policy
recommendations, and news of its achievements. ERIA's
engagement with the media in 2021 included hosting
the annual Editor’'s Roundtable, virtually for the second
time. ERIA is in constant contact with the media across
ASEAN and East Asia, fielding questions from journalists
on a range of issues and responding to their requests for
interviews. An understanding of ERIA's research as well
as knowledge about politically sensitive topics guides
the responses. The Communications Department works
with editors to place ERIA op-eds and to distribute press
releases.

Some key numbers from 2021 include the following:

« Total media exposure: 269 articles in 110 news outlets.
« Op-eds: 69 titles, published 100 times across 22 media.

Outreach and Dissemination

v. Increasing Capacity for Online and Hybrid
Events

After the first year of managing and hosting events
online, the department has become more efficient and
sophisticated. It often provides technical guidance to its
partners when co-hosting events. It has produced training
materials, guidelines, and templates for partners and
speakers and has conducted in-house trainings regularly.
Events continue to grow in number of participants and,

in some cases, have been live-streamed on social media
channels. The department has observed a significant
increase in the amount of engagement between audience
and speakers, usually during the Q&A sessions. This is, in
part, due to increased comfort level for the participants
but also because ERIA has new programmes such

as RKC-MPD, healthcare, and E-S-I, which are more
accessible as topics to the public.In 2021, the department
started hosting more hybrid events, mixing in-person
events with online events. It has also developed a plan for
larger hybrid events in the future involving the creation of
a new set up for its meeting rooms and purchasing new
audio-visual equipment.

vi. Partner Relations

In 2021, the Communications Department worked with the
US Library of Congress to identify 223 ERIA publications
that would be added to the library's collections. The
department also met with representatives of USAID-Indo
Pacific Hub, United States Trade Representative, US
Department of Commerce, US State Department, The Asia
Foundation, French Institute for International Relations,
OECD (Paris), Asia House (London), American Chamber

of Commerce Asia Pacific, Center for Strategic and
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International Studies, US Institute for Peace, Asia Society,
Foreign Policy Community of Indonesia, and others.

vii. Global Go-To Think Tank Ranking

As in previous years, the Communications Department
supported the Global Go-To Think Tank Program by
participating as a member of the planning committees
for the Global Think Tank Summit and Asia Think Tank
Summit. The department was able to secure high-level
speaking roles at the Global Think Tank Summit where
ERIA was represented by Ms Lydia Ruddy, director of
communications and special advisor for US-ASEAN
affairs; The Asia Think Tank Summit, where Dr Antonio
Villanueva, senior advisor of ERIA on healthcare policy,
delivered the opening remarks; and at the Think Tank
Talent for the Future Forum in Dubai. ERIA's Healthcare
Unit was included in the Global Go-To Think Tank Rankings
Survey for the first time.

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xiii. Communications Publications

Event Reports is a category of publication developed
in 2020 as part of the ASEAN on Point public forums
to summarise key policy recommendations from the
forums. In FY2021, other departments and events also
started producing event reports. ERIA Frames, ERIA's
electronic subscription newsletter, was distributed
regularly to over 10,000 contacts. Every year, the
Communications Department produces a compilation
of summaries of ongoing research projects. The
department has also created several op-eds and guided
others in the drafting of op-eds and policy briefs.

ix. Communications Department Events

Events are one of the key modes through which
ERIA's research and policy recommendations engage
key stakeholders. Increasingly, the Communications
Department has been organising and hosting a wide

range of roundtables, discussions, and briefings to
highlight the work of ERIA's experts. In FY2021, it
continued ASEAN on Point in partnership with the
ASEAN Secretariat to address issues of importance
to ASEC by providing a platform for public input and
engagement. Each event produces a video of the
webinar and an event report that includes policy
recommendations.

x. Knowledge Management

ERIA's research and expertise require a high level of
organisation so that publications and information can
be easily accessed. To that end, the Communications
Department manages the library of in-house
publications as well as external newspapers and
publications that researchers can use as reference
materials. The department also maintains an archive
of ERIA events housed physically and digitally in the
Information Centre.

ERIA produced a total of nine books in FY2021, four of

Planning and Coordination Department

Similar to the last year, the Planning and Coordination
Department has been focusing its works to ensure the
communication and collaboration between ERIA and its
main stakeholders remains intact. Due to the ongoing
pandemic, FY2021 marked the second year in which

it played a role in facilitating ERIA's collaboration with
the Governing Board (GB) members who represented
the 16 ERIA member countries, the Secretary-General
of ASEAN, Academic Advisory Council (AAC) members,
and Research Institute Network (RIN) members,
related to the preparation and implementation of their
annual meetings which were conducted virtually. The
Ambassadors Meeting of ERIA Member States and
Dialogue Partners were also conducted virtually for
the first time since the start of the pandemic. These
meetings were successfully conducted in collaboration
with the Communications Department.

The annual institutional meetings discussed how ERIA
can play an active role in responding to the aftermath of
COVID-19 and support the region’s recovery especially
in understanding the future of Southeast and East Asian
integration more deeply. Continuing the dissemination
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of ERIA reports and publications to the GB members,
AAC members, RIN members and Ambassadors of
ERIA member states and Dialogue Partners, ERIA's
publications were distributed both digitally and by post
to keep the main stakeholders updated about ERIA's
research and activities.

The Planning and Coordination Department is also in
charge of organising ERIA's seminars and symposia,
which aim to (i) contribute to the Chair of ASEAN; (ii)
advocate findings for research where ERIA was involved,
(iii) seek inputs from academia as requested by senior
government officials in the region, and (iv) promote
ERIA as an international organisation with a crucial
role in East Asian integration. Unfortunately, most of
the outreach events were cancelled or held online due
to the pandemic, but the ERIA-YNG Social Impact Idea
Competition (EYIC) was hosted in collaboration with
Young President Organization (YPO) Next Generation
Japan (YNG Japan) for the very first time. Twenty-nine
young entrepreneurs with a passion for developing
innovative solutions to solve social problems came
head-to-head virtually last August and presented their

social action ideas. This competition was held to support
and encourage young people to create innovative
solutions to the world’s socio-economic challenges, and

Capacity Building

Despite the challenges of the ongoing COVID-19
pandemic, the Capacity Building (CB) Programme
(CBP) continued to design innovative programming in
response to needs and requests. By making use of ICT
platforms, online and hybrid activities were delivered
to the primary target audience of government officials
but CBP was also able to broaden out its reach to the
private sector. In this way, the CBP fulfilled its mandate
of being a bridge between ERIA research and expertise
and government officials.

nurture young leaders by boosting their creativity and

By the end of the year, over 500 government officials
had participated in CB activities based around three
components: Component 1: ERIA Research; Component
2: ASEAN and Regional Priorities; and Component

3: Increase Research Capacity. In addition, around

120 members of the public, primarily the business
community, participated through public—private dialogue
events held.
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Component 1: Participation in Research

Integrating government officials into research under
Component 1 continues to be beneficial for officials
to understand the complexities of ERIA research.
Throughout the year officials continued to participate
in ERIA studies, ‘Cities, Urban Amenities and Global
Production Value Chain” and "Vulnerability Analysis:
Challenges and Policy Gaps in the Structural
Transformation' Through CB, officials also observed the
ASEAN Secretariat led study, 'Enhancing Food Supply
Chain Resilience and Food Security in ASEAN with
Utilization of Digital Technologies.

Component 2: ASEAN Priorities

In line with ASEAN and regional priorities, the CBP

held several activities to support the recently ratified
Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP).
In partnership with the Cambodian government, the CBP
launched a series of public—private dialogues focusing on
five key themes of RCEP. By the end of FY2021, dialogues

on E-commerce and Rules of Origin (RO0) had been held.
The CBP also supported RCEP by facilitating workshops

on Transposition of Tariff Commitment from ASEAN
Harmonized Tariff Nomenclature (AHTN) and the Rules of
Origin, as well as conducting a regulatory gap analysis with
commitments under the e-commerce chapter. In relation
to ASEAN's Trade in Services Agreement (ATISA), the CBP
conducted workshops around the Negative List Approach.

Component 3: Increase Research Capacity

To increase officials’ research capacity, the CBP focus
was to support government officials develop strategies
for addressing COVID-19. Two webinars were held for
each of Cambodia and Lao PDR around, ‘Unlocking

the Lockdown: Alignment of Domestic and Regional
Policies. The CBP is also running an ongoing policy
modelling training series around RCEP Implementation
in Cambodia.

The Capacity Building Programme continues to be
funded through a grant from the Australian Government.
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Strategy and Partnership Programme

The Strategy and Partnership Programme (SPP)
continued to expand the development of programmes
and knowledge products (policy briefs, discussion
papers, event reports, and op-eds) on innovation, start-
ups eco-systems, economic empowerment of women,
disability, and social inclusion. SPP also contributes

to strengthening and widening the collaboration with
stakeholders in the region to advocate ERIA's work more
broadly.

A. Post-Economic Recovery Policy Dialogues in
Collaboration with ASEAN+6 Stakeholders

The SPP contributed to developing and strengthening
partnerships and strategic outreach with key
stakeholders. A number of policy dialogues and peer
learning activities to discuss policy initiatives in
catalysing the post-economic recovery of Covid-19
was conducted in partnership with relevant ASEAN+6
and international organisation stakeholders. Examples
include:

* A webinar jointly organised with OECD, as part of a
series on G20 economies during the year of the Italian
Presidency of the G20 was conducted on 13 July
2021." SPD represents ERIA to discuss the COVID-19
economic consequences in Indonesia and several
strategies to rebuild the economy emphasising
digital economy and human development skills. ERIA

also partnered with the OECD to contribute to two
side events of the OECD Southeast Asia Regional
Programme (SEARP) Ministerial Conference held
on 4 and 8 February. SPP together with the OECD
Directorate for Science, Technology and Innovation
held the online panel discussion ‘Gearing up for

a Post-Pandemic World: Designing Policies for

an Innovative Sustainable Recovery in East and
Southeast Asia.' ?

Participation in the ASEAN Creative Economy
Business Forum (ACEBF) that was conducted by the
Indonesian Ministry of Foreign Affairs in collaboration
with the Ministry of Tourism and Creative Economy
was held from 17-18 November 2021. SPD was
invited as a speaker to discuss the pivotal role of
STEM and the interconnectedness between the
digital and creative economy and the emergence of
innovation ecosystems across ASEAN.®

In collaboration with the CIIE.CO, a leading innovation
centre and incubator at the Indian Institute of
Management in Ahmedabad with the support of the
Government of India’s Department of Science and
Technology and the Government of Gujarat, ERIA SPP
conducted peer learning across ASEAN-India. The
four online dialogues covering themes of incubators
as catalysts of innovation, healthtech, agritech, and
women's role in the digital economy were conducted

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from June 2021 to January 2022. The first report
presents a comparative analysis of incubation

THE OECD SEARP Ministerial Conference
9-10 February 2022

JOINT COMMUNIQUE of the OECD SEARP Ministerial Conference Seoul

30. We recognised the importance of making use of the knowledge and experience of the regional partner
organisations such as the ADB, UNESCAP, APEC, AMRO, ERIA and development agencies as well as the OECD
Tokyo Centre in facilitating an effective and sustainable implementation of the OECD SEARP. We will continue

to strengthen our collaboration building upon recently concluded or renewed MoUs with most of these regional
partners. We called for the SEARP Steering Group to examine ways to collaborate with development partners active in
Southeast Asia and report back on progress in implementation at the next Steering Group Meeting in 2022.

THE 25th MEETING OF ASEAN TOURISM MINISTERS
19 January 2022

Joint Media Statement of the 25th MEETING OF ASEAN TOURISM MINISTERS

Positioning ASEAN as a Single Tourism Destination by 2025

16. The Meeting noted the Report on the Viability Study of the Regional Secretariat to Implement the MRA-TP and its
recommendations contained therein prepared by the MRATP Consultant. The Meeting took note of the development
progress of Competency Standards and toolboxes for the ASEAN Competency Standards for MICE and Event
Professionals, which cover 32 job titles with 86 New Competencies Standard (55 MICE and 31 Event). The Meeting also
noted that in conjunction with the 10th anniversary of the MRA-TP, the ASEAN NTOs are engaging the Economic
Research Institute for ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA) to undertake a Comprehensive Study on the Implementation of
the MRA-TP: Enhanced Mechanism for Tourism Professionals with the key objective to ensure that the MRA-TP is
relevant in view of the shifting trends and recent global developments in the tourism industry. In this connection,
the Meeting looked forward to the assessment and recommendations of the Comprehensive Study by the end of 2022
as a Priority Economic Deliverable of Cambodia's ASEAN Chairmanship in 2022.
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Enhancing ASEAN Sustainable and Inclusive Tourism

20. The Meeting commended the work towards the development of a study on sustainable tourism in ASEAN
within the context of a post-pandemic recovery, through the support of ERIA. The Meeting further noted that the
Study provides a systematic approach towards the development of a framework and list of policy recommendations to
promote sustainable tourism in the region. The framework is expected to fill the knowledge gap and raise awareness
among ASEAN Member States to better understand the importance of sustainability in the tourism sector, particularly
in implementing a common framework or approach. In this regard, the Meeting also welcomed the inclusion of the
Framework on Sustainable Tourism Development in ASEAN in Post-COVID-19 Era as a Priority Economic Deliverable of
Cambodia’s ASEAN Chairmanship in 2022.

THE 16TH EAST ASIA SUMMIT
27 October 2021

CHAIRMAN’S STATEMENT OF THE 16TH EAST ASIA SUMMIT

Environment and Energy

8. We welcomed the productive outcomes of the 15th EAS Energy Ministers’ Meeting hosted by Brunei Darussalam
on 16 September 2021 via videoconference. We noted with satisfaction the implementation of concrete initiatives in
working towards a sustainable energy future for the EAS region under the three work streams of the EAS Energy
Cooperation Task Force (ECTF), namely, Energy Efficiency and Conservation, Biofuels FINAL 3 for Transport and Other
Purposes, and Renewable and Alternative Power Generation. We looked forward to the initiatives contributing to
energy transition in the EAS region on the promotion of innovative technologies and low carbon societies, including
hydrogen, carbon recycling, and carbon capture, utilisation and storage (CCUS). We welcomed the successful
convening of the New Energy Forum by China via videoconference and looked forward to the convening of the

Clean Energy Forum by China scheduled this year. We noted that there is no single pathway to achieve a low carbon
economy, but rather there are diverse paths for each country. We emphasised the need to explore a variety of options
and utilise all fuels and technologies to ensure a secure and stable supply of energy for achieving economic growth.
We appreciated the continued contributions of the Economic Research Institute for ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA)
in implementing the EAS Mid-Term Energy Policy Research Roadmap 2019 - 2021 for the three EAS ECTF work
streams. We welcomed the successful convening of the 4th East Asia Energy Forum (EAEF4) co-organised by
ERIA and Brunei Darussalam on 13 September 2021 via videoconference that focused on the low carbon energy
transition in the ASEAN region. We looked forward for the convening of the bth East Asia Summit Clean Energy Forum
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to be held in Chengdu, China on 25 — 26 November 2021. We also welcomed the successful convening of the 1 st
Asia CCUS Network Forum co-hosted by ERIA and Japan on 22 - 23 June 2021 via videoconference, as well as the
Asia Green Growth Partnership Ministerial Meeting hosted by Japan on 4 October 2021 via videoconference. We
further encouraged enhancing EAS energy cooperation in line with the ASEAN Plan of Action for Energy Cooperation
(APAEC) Phase II: 2021-2025.

Economic Cooperation and Trade

23. We commended ERIA for its continued research and analysis on key regional economic issues that support
economic integration and digital economy in the region. We welcomed the report of the 14th ERIA Governing
Board Meeting held on 12 October 2021, which highlighted the approaches and strategies that promote physical
and digital connectivity that ASEAN and East Asia should pursue to establish the “new normal” in ensuring a
strengthened and resilient economic environment in the region. We encouraged ERIA to continue providing for
the Chair of the ASEAN Summit and the EAS its support and targeted high-quality research and actionable policy
recommendations that highlight and address the ERIA’'s paper on “Supply Chain Resilience and Post-Pandemic
Recovery in the East Asia Summit region” to EAS Economic Ministers.

10. The Meeting noted with satisfaction the endorsement of the ASEAN Guidelines on Promoting the Utilisation of
Digital Technologies for ASEAN Food and Agricultural Sector that will equip the ASEAN with recommendations and
implementation considerations for making an informed decision that will shape agriculture’s digital transformation in
the region. The Guidelines will outline conditions and actions needed to make use of digital technologies for agriculture
and food system improvements, including interventions to facilitate digital technology uptake in the food and
agricultural sectors. In this regard, the Meeting appreciated the support of the Economic Research Institute of ASEAN
and East Asia in the preparation of the Guidelines.

66. We acknowledged the contribution of the Economic Research Institute for ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA) to ASEAN,
in particular, its support to the development of Brunei Darussalam’s two (2) PEDs, namely the Framework on Circular
Economy for the AEC; and the NTM Toolkit in cooperation with UNCTAD. We also appreciated ERIA's assistance and
support through research and studies that contribute to ASEAN's economic priorities, including but not limited to

the upgrade of the ATIGA, addressing issues pertaining to the mobility of professionals in ASEAN Member States
especially in relation to the 4IR, the follow-up work on the ASEAN Seamless Trade Facilitation Indicators - Trade
Transactions Cost (ASTFI-TTC II), and supply chain resilience.
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Asia Green Growth Partnership Ministerial Meeting
4 October 2021

Chair’s Summary

Efforts for Energy Transitions in Asia

8. We noted the importance of supporting each country to proactively and timely chart its own pathway to sustainable
energy transitions with social equity and inclusiveness at its centre, which reflects its national circumstances, its
sustainable development path, and its commitments for the Paris Agreement, and the Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs). We emphasised the opportunities presented by such pathways to reduce inequality through inclusive
energy access; create new jobs and employment opportunities, support economic growth and prosperity, and protect
ecosystems by ensuring the sustainable use of resources. We also noted the importance of empowering people by
ensuring gender equality and addressing the essential energy needs of vulnerable people including children, youth,
local communities and other vulnerable populations.

In this regard, we acknowledged the collective efforts and contributions by several international organisations and
welcomed the readiness of international organisations and research institutes such as the IEA and ERIA to share
knowledge and provide support to each country in considering its own pathway for energy transitions.

THE 15th EAST ASIA SUMMIT ENERGY MINISTERS MEETING
16 September 2021

JOINT MINISTERIAL STATEMENT

6. 0n the ‘Biofuels for Transport and Other Purposes’ work stream, the Meeting looked forward to the results

of the Joint Economic Research Institute for ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA) study on the Analysis of EAS Future
Mobility Fuel Scenario considering the sustainable use of biofuels and other alternative vehicle fuels. The Meeting
noted that the consumer surveys underway in Thailand, Philippines, Malaysia, and Viet Nam are helping understand
consumer awareness and attitudes towards renewable energy, including consumer willingness-to-pay for higher
shares of renewable electricity supply. The Meeting looked forward to the results of similar surveys in Indonesia and
follow-up analysis in Malaysia.
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11. On the promotion of innovative technologies and low carbon societies, the Meeting expressed appreciation to Japan
for its continued advocacy on the development of hydrogen and mobility decarbonisation technologies. Recognising
the importance of promoting carbon capture, utilisation and storage (CCUS) and carbon recycling, the Meeting
noted the successful launch of the Asia CCUS Network during the 1st CCUS Network Forum co-hosted by ERIA

and METI-Japan last June 2021. They looked forward to the capacity building activities, and case studies under this
initiative.

12. The Meeting noted the contributions of ERIA towards energy policy research activities in the EAS region
through the implementation of the rolling 3-year Roadmap on EAS Mid-Term Energy Policy Research for 2019-
2021, including analyses on the impact of the pandemic on the EAS region and the updated EAS energy outlook, as
well as the voluntary preliminary scenario building analyses on low carbon energy transition roadmaps conducted
with the Institute of Energy Economics, of Japan (IEEJ).

The Meeting also welcomed the successful convening of the 4th East Asia Energy Forum (EAEF4) focusing on the low
carbon energy transition in the ASEAN region on 13 September 2021 organised by ERIA and Brunei Darussalam and
noted the “Brunei Reflections from the EAEF4".

THE NINTH EAS ECONOMIC MINISTERS’ MEETING

8. The Meeting commended Economic Research Institute for ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA) for its significant
contribution, through the studies and research activities that support regional economic issues. The Meeting
noted ERIA’'s paper on “Supply Chain Resilience and Post-Pandemic Recovery in the East Asia Summit region”.
Reemphasizing the need for greater collaboration to deal with the adverse impact of the COVID-19 pandemic, the
Meeting welcomed ERIA to continue supporting the EAS process through its research.

10. The Meeting also acknowledged the contribution of Japan to the Economic Research Institute for ASEAN and

East Asia (ERIA), which continued to support and contribute to ASEAN economic integration and AEC-building
efforts.

THE 53rd ASEAN ECONOMIC MINISTERS’ (AEM) MEETING
8-9 September 2021

JOINT MINISTERIAL STATEMENT

We Care, We Prepare, We Prosper: Brunei Darussalam’s Priority Economic Deliverables

14. The Meeting welcomed the development of the Framework for Circular Economy for the ASEAN Economic
Community and acknowledged the efforts of the ASEAN Secretariat and the Economic Research Institute for
ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA). The Framework will provide a clear understanding and prioritisation of work on circular
economy in the AEC, taking into account related ongoing initiatives and existing mechanisms for cross-pillar and
cross-sectoral coordination. The Meeting agreed on the importance of implementing this Framework to ensure that
concrete benefits ADOPTED 5 are achieved. The Meeting noted that a Consultative Workshop on Circular Economy was
held on 30 June 2021 to gather inputs from relevant ASEAN sectoral bodies, as well as the private sector. The Meeting
recognised that the support of the sectoral bodies and broader stakeholders would be crucial in the implementation of
the Framework.

Trade Facilitation
18. The Meeting commended the progress made in addressing the trade barrier effects of NTMs in the region;
the establishment of the Independent NTM Panel/Rapporteurs as alternative mechanism to resolve NTM cases;

strengthened notification procedures for draft NTMs; the progressive resolution of outstanding cases in the Matrix of
Actual Cases (MAC) on NTMs/trade barriers; validating/ uploading NTMs onto the ASEAN Trade Repository/National
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Trade Repository (ATR/NTR), and enhancing the utilisation of ASEAN Solution for Investment, Services, and Trade
(ASSIST), among others. The Meeting noted the completion of the Baseline Study of the ASEAN Seamless Trade
Facilitation Indicators (ASTFI) and Trade Transaction Cost (TTC) and urged AMS to redouble efforts to submit the
required data for the Follow-up Study on ASTFI and TTC (ASTFI-TTC Il) within this year. The Meeting also noted that
the public version of the ASTFI Baseline Study report reflecting the state of trade facilitation in all AMSs in 2018
has been finalised and published at the websites of the ASEAN Secretariat and ERIA. The public version is produced
for the purpose of raising the public's awareness of ASEAN's trade facilitation initiatives.

Collaborating with Development Partners

- Economic Research Institute for ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA)

40. The Meeting thanked ERIA for its continued support and contribution to ASEAN economic integration and AEC-
building efforts, the most notable of which is the support it has given in the development of Brunei Darussalam’s
two PEDs, i.e., the Framework on Circular Economy under the AEC and the Non-Tariff Measures (NTMs) Cost-
Effectiveness Toolkit for ASEAN (NTM Toolkit), which was done in cooperation with UNCTAD. The Meeting noted
that through its research activities, ERIA has also contributed studies on, among others, (i) an Assessment of

the Impact of the ATIGA on Intra-ASEAN Trade, which is a component of the ATIGA General Review; (ii) Enhancing
the Utilisation of ASEAN MRAs in Facilitating Mobility of Professionals in ASEAN, which includes identifying
existing regulatory barriers to mobility of professionals in AMS; (iii) the Impact of Fourth Industrial Revolution
(4IR) on Evolving Services Trade Landscape and Mobility of Professionals, which would encourage improvement
in movement of ASEAN professionals in ASEAN; (iv) the follow-up study on ASEAN Seamless Trade Facilitation
Indicators and Trade Transaction Cost (ASTFITTC II) that would help determine the reduction by 10% in trade
transactions cost in the region by 2020; and (v) “UK-ASEAN Trade: Strengthening the Supply Chain Linkages”

- a study of UK-ASEAN supply chains that emanate from ASEAN'’s regional objectives and frameworks for
strengthening and deepening ASEAN’s economic resilience. ERIA, in cooperation with the Coordinating Committee
on Services (CCS) and the ASEAN Business Sectors Working Group, is also undertaking further review of the
domestic regulations and mapping the issues affecting the mobility of ASEAN professionals, to facilitate the
movement of ASEAN Professional and enhancing the utilisation of ASEAN Mutual Recognition Arrangements.
ERIA also continued to support capacity building to AMS officials related to services sectors to contribute towards
developing their respective Schedules of Non-Conforming Measures under the ATISA.
